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PREFACE 
This book is based upon the original work published in 1974 and 

three supplementary booklets published in the two year period 

after the initial release of DUNGEONS & DRAGONS. It is aimed 

solely at introducing the reader to the concepts of fantasy role 

playing and the basic play of this game. To this end it limits itself 

to basics. The rules contained herein allow only for the first three 

levels of player progression, and instructions for the game 

referee, the "Dungeon Master," are kept to the minimum 

necessary to allow him to conduct basic games. This is 

absolutely necessary because the game is completely open­

ended, is subject to modification, expansion, and interpretation 

according to the desires of the group participating, and is in 

general not bounded by the conventional limitations of other 

types of games. This work is far more detailed and more easily 

understood than were the original booklets nonetheless, for 

with it, and the other basic components of the game, any in­

telligent and imaginative person can speedily understand and 

play DUNGEONS & DRAGONS as it was meant to be played. 

Players who desire to go beyond the basic game are directed to 

the ADVANCED DUNGEONS & DRAGONS books. 

We wish to extend our sincere thanks to the following in­

dividuals who helped to make this possible through their idea 

contributions: Brian Blume, Ernie Gygax, Tim Kask, Jeff Key, Rob 

Kuntz, Terry Kuntz, Alan Lucien, Steve Marsh, Mike Mornard, and 

Jim Ward. 



FOREWORD FROM THE ORIGINAL EDITION 

ONCE UPON A TIME, long, long ago there was a l i t­
t le group known as the Castle and Crusade Society. 
Their fantasy ru les were publ ished, and to th is writer's 
knowledge, brought about much of the current interest 
in fantasy worgoming. For a t ime the group grew and 
prospered, and Dove Arneson decided to begin  a 
medieval fantasy campaign game for h is active Twin  
Cities cl ub. From the mop of  the "land" of  the "Great 
K ingdom" and env irons - the territory of C & C Society 
- Dove located a n ice bog wherein to nest the wierd 
enclave of "Blockmoor," a spot between the "Giant 
Ki ngdom" and the fearsome "Egg of Coot." From the 
CHAI NMAIL fantasy ru les he drew ideas for a for more 
complex and exciting game, and thus began a cam­
pa ign which  sti l l  thrives as  of  th i s  writi ng!  In  due course 
the news reached my ears, and the result is what you 
hove in your hands at th is moment. Whi le the C & C 
Society is no longer, its spirit l ives on,  and we bel ieve 
that a l l  worgomers who ore interested in the medieval 
period, not j ust fantasy buffs, w i l l  en joy ploying 
DUNGEONS AND DRAGONS. Its possibi l it ies go for 
beyond any prev ious offeri ngs anywhere! 

Whi le  it is possible to ploy a s ingle game, unre­
lated to any other game events post or future, it is the 
campaign for wh ich these rules ore designed. It is 
relatively simple to set up a fantasy campaign, and bet­
ter sti l l ,  it w i l l  cost a l most noth ing .  In fact you w i l l  not 
even need m i n iature figures, a lthough their occas iona l 
employment is recom mended for rea l spectacle when 
batt les are fought. A quick g lance at the Equipment sec­
tion of th is  book let w i l l  reveal j ust how l i ttle is required. 
You have everyth ing needed with this edit ion of the 
game except penc i l  and paper. The most extensive 
requ irement i s  time. The campaign referee wi l l  hove to 
have sufficient t ime to meet the demands of h is 
players, he w i l l  have to devote a number of hours to 
laying out the mops of h i s  "dungeons" and upper 
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terra in  before the affai r  begins. The th ird booklet of th is  
set wi l l  be of great help in  th is respect, for a number of 
helpful  suggestions regarding how to accompl ish it a l l  
hove been given in order to  help you accompl ish the 
task with a min imum of time and effort. [Th is in­
formation is now included in  the single book you 
hove in your hand.] There should be no wont of players, 
for there is unquestionably a fascination i n  this fantasy 
game - evidenced even by those who cou ld not by 
any stretch of the i magination be termed ardent 
worgomers. The longevity of existing campaigns 
( notably "Blockmoor" in  the Twin  Cit ies and 
"Greyhowk" in  Lake Geneva) and the demand for 
these rules from people outside these campaigns point 
towards a fantastic future. Tactical Studies Ru les ( now 
TSR Hobbies, Inc. ) bel ieves that of al l  forms of 
worgoming, fantasy wil l  soon become the major con­
tender for fi rst place. The section of th is booklet entit led 
Scope ( now covered in  the INTRODUCTION) wi l l  
provide on idea of  j ust how many poss ibi l i t ies ore 
inherent in DUNGEONS AND DRAGONS. 

These ru les ore strictly fantasy. Those worgomers 
who lock imagination, those who don't core for 
Burroughs' Martian adventures where John Corter is 
groping through block pits, who feel no thr i l l  upon 
readi ng Howard's Conan sago, who do not en joy the de 
Camp & Pratt fantasies or Fritz leiber's Fofhrd and the 
Gray Mouser pitt ing their swords against ev i l  sorceries 
w i l l  not be l i kely to find DUNGEONS AND DRAGONS to 
the ir taste. But those whose imaginations know no 
bounds wi l l  f ind that these ru les ore the answer to their 
prayers. With this lost bit of advice we invite you to read 
on and enjoy a "world" where the fantastic is fact and 
magic rea l ly works!

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INTRODUCTION 

Dungeons & Dragons is a fantastic, excit ing and 
imagi native game of role playing for adults 1 2  years 
and up. Each player creates a character or characters 
who may be dwarves, elves, halfl i ngs or human fight­
ing men, magic-users, pious clerics or wi ly  th ieves. The 
characters are then p lunged into an adventure in a 
series of dungeons, tunnels, secret rooms and caverns 
run by another player: the referee, often cal led the 
Dungeon Master. The dungeons are f i l led with fear­
some monsters, fabu lous treasure and frightful peri ls. 
As the players engage in  game after game their 
characters grow in  power and abi l ity: the magic  users 
learn more magic spe l ls, the th ieves increase in cun­
n ing and abi l ity, the fighting men, halfl i ngs, elves and 
dwarves, fight with more deadly accuracy and are 
harder to k i l l .  Soon the adventurers are daring to go 
deeper and deeper into the dungeons on each game, 
batt l i ng more terr ible monsters, and, of course, 
recovering bigger and more fabulous treasure! The 
game is  l i m ited only by the inventiveness and 
imagi nation of the players, and, if a group is playing to­
gether, the characters can move from dungeon to 
dungeon with in the same magical  un iverse if game 
referees are approximately the same in their hand l ing 
of play. 

The Du ngeon Master designs the dungeons and 
makes careful  maps on graph paper. The players do not 
know where anyth i ng is located in  the dungeons unt i l  
the game begins  and they enter the first passage or 
room.  They create their own map as they explore. 
Whi le only paper and penc i l  need be used, it is possible 
for the characters of each player to be represented by 
m in iature l ead figures which con be purchased i nex­
pensively from hobby stores or d i rectly from TSR Hob­
b ies. The resu l ts of combat, magic spel ls, monster at­
tacks, etc. ,  ore reso lved by rol l ing spec ial polyhedral 
20-sided d ice which come with th is  game. 

HOW TO USE THIS BOOK 

The game requ i res at least two players, one of 
whom is the Dungeon Master and has prepared the 
dungeon, the set of d ice, penci l  and paper for keeping 
records and mops, and optional ly, a table top to 
represent the loca l i ty of the adventurers with some 
form of markers for the characters and the monsters 
they encounter. The game is  m ore exci t ing and spec­
tacular us ing the lead m in iature f igures mentioned 
above, which con be pa inted to each player's in­
div idual taste, but paper markers or chessmen can be 
used effectively. 

Read th is whole book through, except for the Sam­
ple Dungeon section at the end. After one player hos 
been chosen to be Dungeon Master, he or she should 
then read through the descr ipt ion of the sample 
dungeon. The other p layers then create a character 
apiece, equ ip the characters, a l l  as described below, 
and then the players ore ready to venture into the 
danger-fi l led depths of the dungeon! 

CREATING CHARACTERS 

There are s ix basic abi l it ies for each character: 
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strength, intelligence, wisdom, constitution, dexterity 
and charisma. Each player starts a character by rol l ing 
three 6-sided dice for each characteristic. 18 is as h igh 
as one con get with three dice, so a character with a 
strength of 1 8  wou ld  be super-powerfu l, one with a 
strength of 3 ( lowest possible dice ro l l )  would barely be 
able to l ift h i s  sword off the ground. 

After all six abi l it ies have been rol led and record­
ed on a separate piece of paper or other permanent 
record for the character, the player decides what c lass 
the character wi l l  be. This decis ion is  based on the 
character's strongest abi l it ies and the player's prefer­
ences. 

Strength is obviously important for fighters and is 
considered the prime requisite for that c lass. A score of 
9- 1 2  is  overage. There are advantages to f ight ing men 
with scores of 1 3  and h igher when it  comes to ac­
cumu lating experience, as explai ned later, so any 
character with a strength of 1 3  to 1 8  should be con­
s idered for the f ight ing c lass. 

Intelligence is  the prime requisite for magic-users. 
S i nce there ore advantages to the magic-user if h is  in­
te l l igence is  1 3  or h igher, any character with such a 
score should be cons idered for th is  class. H igh in­
te l l igence a lso al lows any character to learn addit ional 
languages. 

Wisdom is the prime requisite for c lerics. Cler i cs 
con perform mi racu lous spe l ls even though they do not 
hove spec ia l  i ntel l igence, and second level (ex­
per ienced ) cler i cs con heal wounds. If a character hos a 
h igh wisdom score ( 1 3  and over) he wou ld do wel l  as a 
cleric. 

Constitution is a combination of hea lth and en­
durance. I t  wil l  influence how a character con with­
stand being paralyzed or k i l led and raised from the 
dead, etc. In addit ion, dwarves and halfl ings hove 
strong const itutions and a character shou ld have a con­
st itution greater than 9 to be a dwarf or a holf l i ng. 

Dexterity appl ies to speed and accuracy. Charac­
ters with h igh dexterity can get off the fi rst arrow, throw 
the first spe l l  or draw a weapon and strike the first 
blow. Dexterity is the prime requisite for thieves, and 
scores of 1 3  and over in th is abi l ity make the character 
a good candidate for the th ief c lass. Holfl ings ore also 
noted for their dexterity with weapons and a character 
should have a dexterity greater than 9 to be a holf l ing.  

Charisma i s  a comb ination of appearance, per­
sona l i ty, sex appeal and so forth .  I ts most important 
aspect is  leadersh ip. A character of charisma below 1 3  
con not h i re more than 5 fol lowers, and their loya l ty 
w i l l  be luke-warm at best - that is, if the fighting gets 
hot there is a good probabi l i ty they wi l l  run away. On 
the other hand, someone with a charisma of 1 8  can win  
over a large number of  fol l owers ( men or  monsters) 
who w i l l  probably stand by h im to the death. Also a 
female with h igh charisma w i l l  not be eaten by a 
dragon but kept captive. A char ismatic mole defeated 
by a witch w i l l  not be turned into a frog but kept en­
chanted as her l over, and so forth.

ADJUSTING ABILITY SCORES 

It is possible to ra ise a character's scores in a pri me 
requis ite by lowering the scores of some of the other 
abi l i t ies. This recognizes that one can practice and 
learn feats of f ight ing, inte l l igence, etc. ,  but must take 
a penalty in another area by so doing. 

Magic-users and clerics can reduce their strength 
scores by 3 poi nts and add 1 to their pri me requis i te for 
every 3. 

Fight ing men, clerics, halfl ings and dwarves can 
reduce their I nte l l igence score by 2 poi nts and add 1 to 
their pri me requisite for every 2. 

Fight ing men, half l ings and dwarves can reduce 
their wisdom by 3 po ints, and magic-users can reduce it 
by 2 to ga in  1 point for their pr ime requ is i tes. 

Th ieves can ra ise their dexterity score by lower ing 
inte l l igence 2 poi nts and wisdom 1 po int for each ad­
dit ional po int of dexterity. 

Constitution and charisma can not be al tered and 
dexterity can not be reduced. 

' 

In no case can any ability be lowered be/ow 9. 

Fighting Men - any human character can be a 
fighting man and a l l  halfl ings and dwarves are 
members of the fighter class, un less they opt to be 
thieves. Elves are a combi nat ion of fighting man and 
magic-user, as described later. Fighting men can use 
any weapon and wear any kind of armor i ncluding 
magic weapons and magic armor. They can not do 
other k inds of magic, however. As they advance in  
experience they i ncrease the i r  "hi t  d ice" and are 
harder to k i l l .  After they reach the fourth level of 
experience they also increase their abi l ity to get h its on 
an opponent, but experience levels that h igh are not 
d iscussed in th is book and the reader is referred to the 
more complete ru les in ADVANCED DUNGEONS & 
DRAGONS. 

Magic-users - humans who e lect to become 
magic-users must not wear armor and can carry only a 
dagger for protection. They can, however, use al most 
a l l  magical items, but not magical  swords and other 
magical arms other than daggers. They have the ad-
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vantage (shared with clerics and some elves) of being 
able to work magical spe l ls .  At the start, however, they 
can cast only one spell and must advance a level in ex­
perience before they can learn another. Thus the 
magic-user starts out as an extremely weak character, 
but if he survives and rises in experience, he becomes 
i ncreasi ngly powerfu l .  The types of spe l l s  and the way 
they are used are discussed i n  a later sect ion.  Magic­
users, of course, may be either good or ev i l ,  lawfu l or 
chaotic, and most of their spe l l s  rema in  the same. 

Clerics - are humans who have dedicated them­
selves to one or m ore of the gods. Dependi ng on the 
god, the cleric may be good or evil, lawful or chaotic. 
Clerics have their own spec ial spel l s  and un l i ke magic­
users they begi n  with none. They may, however, wear 
armor, including magic armor, and carry non-edged 
weapons such as the mace or the quarter staff. No 
swords or bows and arrows can be employed, for the 
cleric is  forbidden by his rel igion from the drawing of 
blood. Good clerics can often d ispel the undead -
s keletons, zombies and their i l k  as expla ined later. As 
they advance i n  experience levels they gai n  the use of 
addit ional spel l s. Spe l l s  for ev i l  clerics differ s l ightly 
from those of good clerics.  

Thieves - are humans with special abi l it ies to 
str ike a deadly blow from behi nd, c l imb sheer surfaces, 
h ide in shadows, f i lch items and pick pockets, move 
with stea lth, l i sten for noises behind closed doors, pick 
locks and remove sma l l  traps such as poisoned needles. 
Every th ief has these abi l it ies, but as they progress in 
experience they become better and better at it. A table 
for determ in ing whether a th ief has accompl i shed one 
of these feats is  given later. Th ieves are not truly good 
and are usual ly referred to as neutral or evi l ,  so that 
other members of an expedition should never com­
pletely trust them and they are qu ite as l i kely to steal 
from their own party as from the Dungeon Master's 
monsters. Th ieves can wear noth ing stronger than 
leather armor and can not carry sh ie lds. They can use 
a l l  the weapons of a fighting man inc luding magic 
swords and magic daggers. Th ieves above the third 
level of experience can read magic scro l l s  and books 
and 80% of languages so that treasure maps, etc. are 
easy for them. There are special ru les for halfl i ngs, 
dwarves and elves who wish to be th ieves - these are 
g iven in ADVANCED DUNGEONS& DRAGONS. 

Dwarves - are about four feet ta l l ,  stocky of bui ld 
and weigh 1 50  pounds, shoulders very broad, their sk in 
a ruddy tan,  brown or gray. They wear long beards. 
They are sturdy fighters and are especia l ly  resistant to 
magic as shown by their better sav ing throws agai nst 
magical attack. They have infravision and can see 60 
feet i n  the dark. Underground, they can detect s lanting 
passages, traps, sh ifting wal l s  and new construction 
about one-th ird of the t ime. Dwarves can all speak the 
languages of gnomes, kobolds and gobl ins. 

Elves - are f ive or more feet in  height, sl im of 
bui ld, weigh about 1 20 pounds and have fa i r  to tan 
skin.  They can use a l l  the weapons and armor of the 
f ight ing man, includ ing all magica l  weapons, and can 
a lso cast spe l ls l i ke a magic-user. They can detect secret 
h idden doors about one-th ird of the t i me. They have in­
frav is ion; l i ke dwarves, they can see 60 feet in  the dark. 
They are not paralyzed by the touch of ghouls.  Elves 
can speak the languages of ores, hobgobl ins and gno l l s  
a s  wel l  a s  Elv ish and the Common speech they share 



with men, dwarves and halflings. Thus, they have the 
advantages of both fighting men and magic-users as 
wel l  as certain special capabil ities of their own. 

Elves progress in level as both fighting men and 
magic-users, but since each game nets them ex­
perience in both categories equal ly, they progress 
more slowly than other characters. 

Ha/flings - are short, 3 feet high, little fol k  with 
several special abil ities. Out-of-doors they are difficu lt 
to see, having the ability to vanish into woods or under­
growth. They are like dwarves in their resistance to 
magic. Ha lflings are extremely accurate with missiles 
and fire any missile at + 1 .  They can use a l l  the 
weapons and armor of a fighting man as long as it is 
"cut down" to their size. 

Players decide what class they want their character 
to be and make any adj ustments in prime requisite 
desired. Characters can be either male or female. The 
character's name, class, abil ity scores and other in­
formation is recorded by the player on a separate sheet 
of paper or other record. The player is responsible for 
keeping a record of the character's bonuses and 
penalties, any damage he takes, how much gold he 
owns, what weapons and other items he carries, etc. 

There are two more important die roles to be made 
for each character. 

First generate a random number for "hit points." 
To generate the numbers ro l l  the special dice in this 
game - 8-sided, 6-sided, 4-sided. This represents the 
amount of damage the character can take. For the 
number of "hit points" ro l l  the proper sided die 
mentioned below. The d ie  pertaining to players' 
character type is rol led once per level of experience. 
( See the section EXPERIENCE POINTS AND EXPERIENCE 
LEVELS.) Fighters, including dwarves, generate random 
numbers from 1 to 8, clerics from 1 to 6, and magic­
users and thieves from 1 to 4. Elves use a spread of from 
1 to 6 as they ore both fighters ( 1 -8) and magic-users ( 1 -
4) .  Although halflings are a lways fighters, they also use 
a 1 to 6 point spread due to their size. Note that consti­
tution can add or subtract hit points, but no character 
can have less than 1 point per level regardless of sub­
tractions. In combat, if a character receives a blow, a 
dice rol l  wil l be made to determine the number of 
damage points inflicted. These ore subtracted from the 
character's "hit points." If his hit score fa l ls  to zero he is 
dead. Hit points can be restored, if the character is 
a live, by a clerical healing spe l l ,  a healing potion or 
some other magical item. Otherwise he must continue 
on in his wounded state until the game is over and he 
returns to the surface. Each day of rest and recuperation 
back "home" wil l regenerate 1 to 3 of his hit points for 
the next adventure. 

Gold owned by the character initia l ly is deter­
mined by rol ling three 6-sided dice and mu ltiplying the 
result by 1 0. The result is the number of gold pieces 
owned. From this amount the character must outfit him­
self. 

COST OF EQUIPMENT & WEAPONS 

Selection of items is strictly up to the players, and 
gold pieces are taken away according ly ( players may 
sel l  to one another, of course, and then gold pieces 
would be transferred) .

ADDITIONAL CHARACTER CLASSES 

There ore a number of other character types which 
are detailed in ADVANCED DUNGEONS & DRAGONS. 
There are sub-classes of the four basic classes. They 
ore: paladins and rangers ( fighting men}, i l l usionists 
and witches ( magic-users}, monks and druids ( c lerics), 
and assassins (thieves).  There ore half elves. Special 
characteristics for dwarven, elven, and halfling thieves 
are given. In addition, ru les for characters who possess 
the rare ta lent of psionic ability are detailed. However, 
for a beginning campaign these additions ore not 
necessary, and players should accustom themselves to 
regular play before adding further complexities. 

At the Dungeon Master's discretion a character can 
be anything his or her player wants him to be. Charac­
ters must a lways start out inexperienced and relative ly 
weak and build on their experience. Thus, an ex­
pedition might include, in addition to the four basic 
classes and races ( human, e lven, dwarven, halfling­
ish),  a centaur, a lawful  werebear, and a Japanese 
Samurai fighting man. 



"HOPELESS CHARACTERS" 

Sometimes the universe of chance a l lows a 
character to appear who is below average in 
everything. At the Dungeon Master's discretion,  such a 
character might be declared unsuitable for dangerous 
adventures and left at home. Another character would 
then be rol led to take his place. There is enough chance 
in the dungeon encounters, however, that sometimes a 
character like this wil l survive and advance to a 
position of power and importance. 

NUMBERS OF CHARACTERS 

Most Dungeon Masters al low a player only one ( or 
perhaps two characters) at a time. If a character is 
kil led, then for the next game the player ro l l s  a new 
character. The new character, of course, starts with no 
experience. A character may be al lowed to designate a 
"re lative" who wil l  inherit his wealth and possessions 
(after paying a l 0% tax )  on his death or disappearance. 
There is no reason, however, why a character cou ld not 
choose to "retire," wealthy and covered with g lory, 
and let some fresh, hot-blooded adventurer take the 
risks. 

When a character is kil led, the lead figure ( if used) 
representing his body is removed from the table, un less 
it is eaten by the monsters or carried off by his 
comrades to be returned to his family. A seventh level 
cleric can raise the dead, if you can find one! Also, of 
course, wish rings and other magic can restore the 
deceased adventurer to his comrades and friends! 

NON-PLAYER CHARACTERS 

In a l l  probability the referee wil l find it beneficial 
to al low participants in the campaign to "hire into serv­
ice" one or more characters. At times this may be 
nothing more than a band of mercenaries hired to par­
ticipate in and share the profits from some adventure.  
However i t  is  possible that players wil l be desirous of 
acquiring a regular entourage of various character 
types, monsters, or an army of some form. Non-player 
characters can be hired as fol lows: 

Genera l ly, only the lowest level of character types 
can be hired, i.e. first level. The player wishing to hire a 
non-player character "advertises" by posting notices at 
inns and taverns, frequents public places seeking the 
desired hireling, or sends messengers to whatever 
place the desired character type would be found ( elf­
lond, dwarf-land, etc. ) .  This costs money and tokes 
time, and the referee must determine expenditures 
( ro l ling a 6-sided die for lOO's of gold pieces is sug­
gested) .  Once some response hos been obtained, the 
player must make on offer to tempt the desired charac­
ter type into his service. As a rule of thumb, a minimum 
offer of 100 gold pieces would be required to tempt a 
human into service, dwarves ore m ore interested in 
gold, magic-users and elves desire magical items, and 
c lerics wont some assurance of having a place of 
worship in which to house themselves. The Dungeon 
Moster wil l act out the port of the prospective em­
ployee, making whatever kind of deal would be appro­
priate. 

Monsters con sometimes be lured into service if 
they ore of the some basic alignment as the player-
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character, or they can be charmed and thus ordered to 
serve. Note, however, that the term "monster" includes 
men found in the dungeons, so in this way some high­
level characters con, arbitrarily, be brought into a 
character's service, charisma a l lowing or through a 
charm spe l l .  Some reward must be offered to a monster 
in order to induce it into service ( not j ust sparing its life, 
for example) .  

A man or inte l l igent monster con surrender or 
become subdued. When this happens on offer of serv­
ice con be mode (assuming that communication is 
possible) as out lined later in the HOSTILE-FRIENDLY RE­
ACTION TABLE. Subdued monsters wil l obey for a time 
without need to check their reactions, and such mon­
sters ore sa lable. 

CHARACTER ALIGNMENT 

Characters may be lawful (good or evil ) ,  neutra l or 
chaotic ( good or evil ) .  Lawfu l characters a lways act ac­
cording to a highly regu lated code of behavior, 
whether for good or evi l .  Chaotic characters are quite 
unpredictable and con not be depended upon to do 
anything except the unexpected - they are often, but 
not a lways, evi l .  Neutral characters, such as a l l  thieves 
are motivated by self interest and may steal from thei; 
companions or betray them if it is in their own best in­
terest. Players may choose any a lignment they want 
and need not reveal it to others. Note that the code of 
lawful good characters insures that they would te l l  
everyone that they ore lawful .  There are some magical 
items that con be used only by one a lignment of 
characters. I f  the Dungeon Moster feels that a character 
has begun to behove in a manner inconsistent with his 
declared alignment he may rule that he or she hos 
changed alignment and penalize the character with a 
loss of experience points. An example of such behavior 
wou ld be a "good" character who kil ls or tortures a 
prisoner.

LANGUAGES 

The "common tongue" spoken through the "con­
ti nent" is known by most humans, elves, dwarves, and 
holfl i ngs. All  other creatures and monsters which can 
speak hove their own language, although some ( 20%) 
also know the common one. Lawful good, lawful evi l ,  
chaotic good, chaotic ev i l ,  and neutra l ity also have 
common languages spoken by each respectively. One 
can attempt to commun icate through the common 
tongue, language particular to a creature class, or one 
of the div isional languages ( lawful good, etc. ) .  Whi le  
not  understanding the language, creatures who speak 
a div isional tongue w ill recogn ize a hostile one and at­
tack. Characters with an Intelligence above 1 0  may 
learn addit ional languages, one language for every 
point above 1 0  in inte l l igence. Thus, a man with an in­
tel l igence level of 1 5  could speak seven languages, i .e. 
common, alignment, plus five others as selected. 
Magic-users spe l ls and some magic items wi l l  enable 
the speaking and understanding of languages. Any 
languages should be selected before the character be­
gins play. 

TIME AND MOVEMENT IN THE DUNGEONS 

A ful ly armored man can move 1 20 feet per turn at 
a cautious wa lk.  Each turn takes ten minutes (sca le 
t ime, not actua l )  i n  the characters' magica l universe. In 
the players' universe arguments sometimes develop 
and a turn may take considerably longer! Each turn is 
ten mi nutes except during combat where there are ten 
melee rounds per turn, each round lasting ten seconds. 

Let us say a party has come to a blank wal l  and 
decides to search i t  for secret doors. The Dungeon 
Master says i t  w i l l  take one turn for one character to 
search a 1 0  foot section of wal l .  Unbeknownst to the 
adventurers, a monstrous purple worm is com ing to­
ward them down a side corridor. The Du ngeon Master 
consults h is  table of monsters and sees that the worm 
travels 60 feet per turn, so i t  will be 60 feet closer when 
the search is completed. Let us hope the party remem­
bered to have somebody watch the rear! 

Time must be taken to rest, so one turn every hour 
should be spent motionless - i .e . ,  one turn out of every 
six. If the party has been running ( tr iple normal speed) 
they wi l l  need two turns to rest. 

An unarmored and unencumbered man can move 
240 feet per turn, an armored man 1 20 feet, and carry­
i ng a heavy load only ha lf that. Faster speeds can be al­
lowed for charging or a short sprint. If a character is be­
ing pursued, however, he may have to throw away 
heavy treasure or armor in order to escape.

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Si nce DUNGEONS & DRAGONS was origina l ly  writ­
ten for wargamers who are used to m in iature figures, 
distances are often given in i nches. Inches can be con­
verted to feet by mult iplying by ten: 1 i nch = 1 0  feet, 2 
i nches = 20 feet, etc. This sca les the movement ap­
propriately for maneuver ing the figures on the top of a 
gaming table. 

ENCUMBRANCE 

A back pack or sack w i l l  hold weight which equa ls 
approximate ly 300 gold pieces. For game purposes a l l  
forms of coins weigh the same. A character carrying 
300 gold pieces would not be considered to be heav i ly 
loaded - assumi ng that the other equipment he or she 
carried was not excessive - for 300 gold pieces are 
assumed to weigh about 30 pounds. A character with 
600 gold p ieces is l i kely to be considered as be ing 
heavi ly  loaded, as the weight of the other equipment 
norma l ly carried w i l l  make the character's load in the 
neighborhood of 75 pounds m in imum (a fighting man 
w i l l  be far more l oaded down, but it is assumed that 
such indiv iduals are tra ined to be stronger and so able 
to carry more weight).  

In order to give players a better idea of just how 
encumbered they are by equ ipment and subsequent 
additions of treasure to their load, it is suggested that 
they note on a sheet of paper j ust where or how each 
item they have with them is stored or carried. 

Example:  The magic-user, Melchor, is about to set 
off on a dungeon exploring expedit ion. I n  addit ion to 
h is normal garb of boots, lo in  cloth , robe, g i rd le, and 
poi nty hat he notes that he is br inging the fo l lowing 
equ ipment with h i m :  

2 daggers ( 1 i n  gi rd le, other in boot) 
l back pack 
l large sack ( i n  pack) 
l - 50' coi l of rope ( i n pack )  
l standard rations ( i n  pack) 
l sma l l  sack ( i n pack) 
12 iron spikes ( in sma l l  sack in pack) 
l quart wine ( i n pack )  
l sma l l  sack, shou lder slung, left side 
2 flasks of oi I ( shou lder sack) 
2 vials holy water (shou lder sack )  
l gar l ic  bud (shoulder sack) 
1 wolvesbane bunch ( shou lder sack) 
20 gold pieces ( in purse h idden under robe ) 
l water skin,  shou lder s lung, right side 
1 t inder box ( tucked in  g i rd le)  
l lantern, f i l led with o i l  ( left hand) 

LIGHT 

Most du ngeons are dark. Elves and dwarves can 
see 60 feet i n  the dark, as can a l l  monsters (and this 
term embraces al l  of the evi l  characters of the Dungeon 
Master) ,  but humans and halfl i ngs wi l l  need artific ial 
l ight or be reduced to half speed or less. Magic swords 
and some staves shed l ight, but the party may have to 
resort to torches or lanterns. A good torch w i l l  burn for 
six turns, while a flask of oil in a lantern w i l l  last 24 
turns. Either al low the bearer to see 30 feet. Artificial 
l ight, of course, will attract monsters who l ive in  the 
dark and w i l l  a lso warn them that the party is op-



proaching.  Note that elves and dwarves lose their 
abi l i ty to see 60 feet if there is l ight with in  30 feet of 
them. 

TRAPS, DOORS, SECRET DOORS, SURPRISES. 
WANDERING MONSTERS 

Many dungeons conta in  fraps. such as trap doors 
in the floor. If a character passes over one a s ix-s ided 
d ie is  ro l led; a rol l of 1 or 2 ind icates that the trap was 
sprung and he has fa l len i n ,  taking one or more 6-sided 
d ice of damage. 

Doors are usua l ly c losed and often stuck or locked. 
They have to have the locks picked or be smashed 
open.  A rol l of 1 or 2 indicates that a door has been 
forced open. Of course, if the party has to hit the door 
several times before getti ng their ro l l  of 1 or 2, there is 
no possibi l ity of surpris ing the occupants of the room.  

When the characters come to  a door they may 
listen to detect any sound with in .  A die rol l  of 1 for 
humans, 1 or 2 for elves, dwarves and half l i ngs, in­
d icates that they have heard someth i ng, if there is  
anything to hear. The "Undead" - skeletons, zombies, 
ghou ls, wights, wra iths, mumm ies, spectres and vam­
pi res - make no noise un less they wish to. The party 
gets one try at listening to any door, wa l l ,  panel ,  etc. 

If  e lves pass by a secret door or passage, ro l l  a six­
sided d ie and a 1 or 2 means they sense something 
there. If the party is searching for a secret door then an 
e lf  wi l l  locate it  on  a ro l l  of 1 to 4, other characters on a 
ro l l  of l or 2. Of course, the Du ngeon Master w i l l  lessen 
these poss ibi l it ies in lower levels of the d u ngeon .  

Doors opened w i l l  usua l ly  shut  automatical ly 
un less spi ked or wedged open.  Doors open 
automatica l ly for monsters, however, un less held or 
spiked shut .  

Surprise may occur whenever one party is 
u naware of the presence of the other. A ro l l  of a 1 or 2 
on a s i x-sided d ie means the party or the monsters were 
surprised. If the party surprises a monster they get an  
opportun ity to  cast a spel l ,  shoot arrows, shu t  t he  door, 
run,  or draw weapons and attack before the monster 
can react. A character surprised by a monster may drop 
whatever he is  hold ing - on a die rol l of 6 - and the 
monster ga ins fi rst reaction (which means it w i l l  usua l ly 
charge to attack the party) .  

At the end of each three turns  the Dungeon Master 
can rol l a d ie to see if a wandering monster has come 
down the corridor. A rol l  of 6 means that someth ing has 

come "stro l l i ng" along. If the party has someone 
watch ing they w i l l  see or hear the monster up to 1 20 
feet away un less it is coming around a corner, very 
quiet, etc. If it is uncerta in  how far away the monster is, 
roll two six-s ided die and mu lt iply by 1 0. The resu lt is 
the d i stance in  feet ( i .e .  a ro l l  of 5 + 2 = 7 or 70 feet) .  
The referee could then place a figure representing the 
monster or monsters on the table at the appropriate d i s­
tance from the adventurers, if figures are be ing used. 

The wa nder ing monsters may be pre-selected by 
the Du ngeon Master, such as a guard of ske letons or 
gobl i ns that walks up and down the ma in  corridor every 
five turns, or the wander ing creatures may be selected 
from a table by random nu mber generat ion.  Where a 
slash ( / )  appears between two monsters, ro l l  again  to 
see which of the two appears. 

The number of wander ing monsters appear ing 
should be roughly equal to the strength of the party en­
countering them. F i rst level adventurers encountering 
monsters typica l ly found on  the fi rst level of a dungeon 
should be faced with roughly equal numbers, i .e .  a par­
ty of three would encounter 2-6 ores, 3- 1 2  g iant rats, 
etc. However, if the party were second level ,  or the fi rst 
level monsters were encou ntered on the second leve l  
of  the du ngeon, the nu mber of  wander i ng monsters en­
cou ntered shou ld  be doubled. I n  a l i ke man ner, the 
number of monsters shou ld be tripled for th ird level ad­
ventures or in the th i rd level of the d ungeon if the mon­
sters appear ing are fi rst level .  If  j ust if icat ion is  needed, 
s i mply consider that a sma l l  party is  relat i vely qu iet, 
thus attracti ng less attent ion than a large group, and 
powerfu l  characters w i l l  s imi larly bri ng more numbers 
of monsters. The basic number of monsters appeari ng 
in an encou nter with wa nder ing monsters is shown i n  
parentheses after each monster. Mod ify the number as 
requ i red to su i t  the s ituat ion.  Ro l l  the appropriate die or 
d ice to generate the random number fa l l ing with i n  the 
parameters i ndicated for the poss ib le nu mber of the 
specific type of monster the party has encountered, and 
then adj ust the number accord ing to your mod ification.  
Numbers shown shou ld not be reduced be low the 
lowest nu mber shown.

The Dungeon Master should make adjustments if 
the party spokesman has high charisma or offers 
special inducements. 

If the party decides to flee they may be able to 
delay pursuit by discarding some of their possessions. 
Unintelligent monsters will stop to pick up food half the 
time (roll 1-3 on a 6-sided die) and intelligent monsters 
will stop for treasure half the time (roll 1-3). Burning oil 
will deter monsters (referee's discretion). 

EXPERIENCE POINTS AND EXPERIENCE LEVELS 

Accumulated experience is measured by ex­
perience points. Experience points are awarded on the 
basis of treasure obtained and monsters killed or sub­
dued. Experience for treasure recovered is on the basis 
of 1 point for every gold piece. Convert jewelry, gems, 
etc. into gold piece value. (For more information re­
garding treasure, see TREASURE and BASE TREASURE 
VALUES.) Treasure is usually divided equally among 
members of the party and therefore the experience is 
also. If, for some reason, one character gets more of the 
loot, such as a thief stealing gems from the saddle bags 
on the way home, then he should get the additional ex­
perience points. 

Monsters killed or overcome by magic or wits are 
worth experience points to be divided among the entire 
party.

Special abilities of the monster would indicate 
monsters which regenerate, use or hurl missiles, have 
poison, have paralytic touch, etc. 

If the defeated monster is lower in level than the 
character who overcomes him, less experience is 
gained. The experience points for the kill are multiplied 
by a fraction: monster's level/character's level. For ex­
ample, if a third level fighting man killed a first level 
ore he generates VJ the experience points. The 
Dungeon Master usually takes all the experience earn-
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ed by the party, treasure and monsters defeated and 
divides it equally among all surviving members �f the 
expedition. 

T�e Dungeon Master should have the option of 
lowering the number of experience points gained un­
der special circumstances. If one character sneaks out 
of the dungeon with all the treasure while the rest of 
the party is being eaten, he should gain some ex­
perience points but not necessarily all of them! 

Remember that characters with high scores in their 
prime requisite get a bonus of experience points. 

No more experience points should be awarded for 
a single game than will move a character up one ex­
perience "level." Thus if a first level fighting man earns 
5000 experience points this would ordinarily move him 
up two levels (see table below). He is therefore only 
allowed the number of points that would take him up to 
second level and almost up to third. He therefore 
receives 3,999 experience points, not 5,000, because 
4,000 points would move him up two levels. There is no 
theoretical limit to the number of levels a character 
may progress (15th level fighting man, 14th level 
wizard, etc.). but only the first three levels are 
discussed in this book. 

As a character goes up a level he increases his hit 
dice. The new die is rolled and the score added to his 
current number of hits. 

Magic-users and clerics increase the number of 
spells they can use with each new level. Magic-users 
retain the spells they already have and select new ones 
from the appropriate list. Clerics can call upon more 
spells and increase their powers of turning away the 
undead. Thieves increase their abilities.

When the determination of a percentage 
probabil i ty is called for, as in the thieves table above, 
use the 20-sided d ie. Roll 2 such d i e  ( or one d i e  twice) 
and designate 1 d i e  the tens and one the units. Let us 
soy a red die will be tens. Then a roll of red 6 and white 
2 with a pair  of d ice is 62%. 

Drego the th ief tr ies to pick the lock on a treasure 
chest. He is a f i rst level thief so he needs a roll of 01 % 
to 15% on the dice. He rolls red 3 and white 0 - a 30% 
and not good enough to open the lock. He is allowed 
only that one try - one roll of the d ice - to open it,  
because no matter how long he works on the lock there 
is only a 15% chance that an inexperienced thief can 
get it open. 

Later, Drego is alone in a dark corridor when a par­
ty of evil  warriors walks by. He announces that he will 
hide in the shadows. He rolls a red 0 and a white 2, 
02%, much less than the score of l 0% he needs for suc­
cess. He is not seen. 

The thief's abil i ty to hear noise at closed doors, 
secret panels, etc. is rolled on a s ix-sided d ie  like 
anyone else, but his abil i ty improves as he advances in 
experience. 

CLERICAL ABILITIES 

Clerics have the abil i ty to turn away the "undead," 
and higher level clerics con dispel them. If  the cleric 
turns the undead away they retreat before h im, will not 
touch him and flee from his immed iate vic in i ty if they 
con. When a higher level cleric d ispels an undeod mon­
ster i t  d isappears and is gone forever. 

When a cleric confronts one or more of the un­
dead, consult the table below. A "T" means the 
monsters ore automatically turned away. If there is  
more than one of the undead, roll two 6-sided d ice to 
see how many are turned away. The numbers on the 

table indicate that the cleric may be able to turn the un­
dead. Roll two 6-sided d ice, if the roll is equal to, or 
greater than, the number given in the table it means 
the cleric hos been successful i n  turning the undead 
and a second die roll con be used to determine how 
many hove been affected. 

USE OF THE WORD lEVEl 

The word /eve/ is used in the game to mean suc­
cessively deeper strata of the du ngeon labyrinths. Also, 
characters advance in exper ience by level and at each 
new level they increase thei r  hit d ice ( the amount of 
damage they can take) and increase in special abil i t ies 
such as theft or magic. Level is used in reference to 
monsters to i ndicate how tough and ferocious they are. 
Thus a monster's level usually indi cates its hit d ice and 
special abil i t ies, and is a measure of how hard it is to 
kill. A f ifth level monster, such as a 5-headed hydra, is 
worth many more experience points than a f i rst level 
ore. 

Most dungeons are constructed of deeper and 
deeper levels below the surface. Usually the dungeon 
level ind i cates how d iff icult it is .  Thus, the third level of 
a du ngeon would contain monsters primarily drawn 
from the third level, although not exclusively. Such an 
area of the du ngeon would be part icularly dangerous 
for f i rst level characters and probably should not be at­
tempted until they have more experi ence. 

We are talking, therefore of du ngeon level, mon­
ster level, character level and spell level. Example: 
"Wh i le on the 4th du ngeon level, my 6th level magic­
user encountered a 5th level monster and attacked it 
with a 3rd level spell! " The multiple usage of the term 
"level" will become q u i te familiar and not at all con­
fusing once players have parti c ipated in a few sessions 
of the game.

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MAGIC SPELLS 

A fi rst level magic-user ( medi u m )  or a second 
level cleric (adept ) may cast one spe l l ,  and as they go 
up in experience po in ts the number of spel l s  increases. 
The magic-user acqu i res books conta i n i ng the spe l ls, 
the study of which a l lows h i m  to memorize a spe l l  for 
use. He can then throw the spe l l  by say i ng the magic 
words and maki ng gestures with h is  hands. This means 
that a magic-user bound and gagged can not use h i s  
magic. I n  some cases the  spe l l  may requ i re substances 
or apparatus, such as con jur ing a water e lemental  (5th 
leve l )  requ i res the presence of water, a s leep spe l l  
requ i res a pinch o f  sand. A magic-user must con­
centrate on h is  spe l l ,  so he can not cast a spe l l  and wa lk  
or run a t  the same time, and  he certa in ly  can no t  cast a 
spe l l  w h i le engaged i n  combat. Then, after a l l  that, the 
spe l l  may not work! 

More important,  as the spe l l  is rec i ted it fades from 
the spe l l-caster's m ind  and he can not use it aga in !  He 
m ust go back to his study and re- learn the spe l l .  This 
takes at least l day. Magic-users can not bring their 
magic books i nto the du ngeon with them. Always 
assume that more than l day has passed between ex­
ped i t i ons, so that a magic-user who leaves the dun­
geon and goes home may start a new game with a l l  
h is  spe l ls ready, but the appropriate t ime lag must be 
carefu l ly noted. 

This rule p laces great l i m itat ions on the magic­
user's power, but there are ways to partia l ly overcome 
them. One is  to have the spe l l  written out on a magic 
scro l l .  Scro l l s  are written in  mag ic runes that fade from 
the page as they are read, so a scro l l  a lso can on ly  be 
used once. Magic users may make a scro l l  of a spe l l  
they a l ready "know" ( i .e .  have in  their magic book) at 
a cost of l 00 gold p ieces and l week's work for each 
spe l l  of the fi rst level ,  200 gold p ieces and 2 weeks for a 
second level spe l l  ( if the magic-user is th ird leve l ) ,  etc. 

Certa i n  magical i tems which can be found i n  
du ngeons can be used b y  magic-users, and often on ly  
by  magic-users. Thus  there are magic wands, staves, 
ri ngs, amu lets, potions, scro l l s  and s i m i lar i tems which 
gave the user magica l  powers j ust as if he had a magic 
spe l l .  Some of these are descri bed later under 
TREASURE. 

I t  is a l so possib le for a magic-user, through the ex­
pend i ture of much money for research, to create new 
spel ls .  The Du ngeon Master must agree that the spe l l  is 
appropriate to the leve l of the character try ing to create 
it, the magic-user m ust spend 2000 gold pieces per 
level of spe l l  and one week of t ime. He then has a 20% 
chance of success. The player ro l l s  two 20-sided dice 
and reads them off, the first number bei ng tens and the 
second un i ts .  If the die are d ifferent colors decide in  ad­
va nce which is the tens d ie. A ro l l  of 20 or anyth ing less 
than 20 means the spe l l  research was successfu l ,  the 
magic-user wri tes i t  into h is  book and may use the 
spe l l ,  subject to the ru les above and the restr ict ions 
g iven below. 

The number of spe l ls a magic-user may employ 
dur ing an adventure is determi ned by what leve l 
magic-user he may be. If he is a f irst leve l ,  on ly one. He 
gets to choose the spe l l  he wi l l  memorize from his 
books and he does this before the expedi t ion starts off. 
He does not necessar i ly get to choose from the entire 
l i st of fi rst level spe l ls,  however. That depends on h i s  in -
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tel l igence, as shown i n  the table be low.

Let us suppose that old Melchor the first level m.a�ic­
user is plann ing on going on  a dangerous quest. H is  in­
te l l igence is  only 10 ( equal  to maybe an IQ of 1 00 ! )  and 
he can not have studied and copied i nto h is  books a l l  
t h e  spe l ls l i sted under Book o f  F irst Level Spe l l s  ( th is  l ist 
i s  given later ) .  The most he can have avai lable is  6 and 
the least 4 ( maximum and m i n i m u m  from the table 
above) .  The game player would l i ke to g ive h im the 
Sleep Spe l l .  H is  chance to "know" th is  spe l l  - have i t  
ava i lable i n  h is  books is  50% ( from the tab le) - so two 
20-sided dice are rol l ed to give a percentage, using the 
system descri bed ear l ier. A rol l  of anything less than 51 
means the spe l l  is avai lable, 51 or above, it i s  not, and 
poor Malchor must try for another spel l .  Incidental ly, if 
he goes through the ent ire l ist without gett ing his 
m i n imum of 4 spe l ls, he gets to try aga in .  Once the 
spel l  is in his magic books, Melchor can memorize it for 
use, but be ing a f i rst level magic-user, he can on ly  
memorize one spe l l .  Further study and exper ience with 
magic expands his abi l i ty and when he reaches second 
level he can carry two spe l l s in his head ! 

SAVING THROWS 

Even when a magical spe l l  has been properly  
thrown,  i t  does not  a lways work. Anyone subjected to  
magical attack ro l ls a spec ia l  d ie to see i f  the magic 
took effect ( see be low) .  This d ie  ro l l  is ca l led a "saving 
throw" because if you ro l l  the correct number (g iven i n  
the chart below) o r  any h igher number, you are unaf­
fected or "saved ."

Fa i l ure to make the tota l i ndicated resu l ts i n  the 
weapon hav i ng fu l l  effect, i .e .  you are turned to stone, 
take fu l l  damage from dragon's breath,  etc. Scoring the 



total indicated, or higher, means the weapon either has 
no effect (spell, death ray, poison, paralyzation, stone, 
polymorph) or half damage (from dragon breath, fire 
ball, lightning, wand of cold and staves). Higher level 
characters get better saving throws and these are given 
in ADVANCED DUNGEONS & DRAGONS. 

Numbers can be generated as follows: Mark one 
set of faces on a 20-sided die by coloring with a red 
permanent marker on one of each faces - 0, 1 ,  2, 3, 
etc. The marked faces will be considered to have a ten 
added to them - 1 = 1 1 ,  2 = 1 2, 3 = 1 3, etc. Un­
marked 0 = 1 0, marked 0 = 20. This die will also be 
used to determine the results of combat from the com­
bat table. 
MONSTER SAVING THROWS 

Evil men and man-type monsters like goblins and 
ores make man-type saving throws. Higher level mon­
sters are tougher and more resistant to magic, just as 
player characters are. Monsters use the table above, 
most monsters being considered as fighters for pur­
poses of saving throw, although magic-using monsters 
would use the magic-user or fighter column, whichever 
was more favorable, if not a human. The same applies 
to monsters using clerical-type magic. For conversion of 
monsters to the table, count each hit die as one level. 

There are many special cases. The undead are un­
affected by poison and unaffected by spells which re­
quire a living mind: sleep, charm person, hypnosis, etc. 
Large or powerful creatures like demons, balrogs and 
dragons may be highly resistant to certain kinds of 
spells especially if thrown by a magic-user of lower 
level than their own level.

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FIRST LEVEL SPELLS 

Charm Person - Level 1 ;  Range: 1 20 feet 
This spell applies to all two legged, generally 

mammalian humanoids of approximately man size in­
cluding sprites, pixies, nix ies, kobolds, goblins, ores, 
hobgoblins and gnolls. It does not affect the undead or 
large monsters. If the spell is successful it will cause the 
charmed entity to come completely under the influence 
of the magic-user. The possibility of the entity breaking 
free from the charm spell later depends upon its in­
telligence. A new saving throw will be made according 
to the following schedule:

Dancing Lights - Level: 1 ;  Range: 1 20 feet; Duration, 2 
turns 

This spell creates from 1 -6 lantern-like lights which 
g ive the appearance of the illumanition carried by a 
party of dungeon adventurers or a similar group. The 
magic-user can cause them to move, even around cor­
ners, up to the maximum range of the spell. Once cast, 
the magic-user need simply speak his desire, and the 
lights follow instructions, so there is no need for con­
tinued concentration. 
Detect Magic - Level 1 ;  Range: 60 feet; Duration: 2 
turns 

A spell to determine if there has been some en­
chantment la id on a person, place or thing. It has a 
limi ted range and short duration. It is useful, for exam­
ple, to discover if some item is magical, a door has 
been "held" or "wizard locked," etc. 
Enlargement - Level 1 ;  Range: 30 feet; Duration: 1 + 
level of spell caster in turns 

This spell increases the size and mass of the object 
upon which it is cast. It doubles the size of non-living 
matter, and it increases the size of living matter by 
one-half ( example: a 6' man would become 9' tall). 
Only one object or thing can be affected by the spell, 
and the caster must be able to see or touch the object or 
thing in order to make the spell work. Note it will not 
add to the magical nature of any object, so a potion en­
larged will simply be a single potion with a greater 
volume. It will, for example, make a door stronger, 
however, as an enlargement spell will cause it to be 
twice as thick. In coses where the object is very large, 
the spell is limited by a volume equal to 1 2  cubic feet/­
level of the spel I caster, i.e. a 1 0th level magic-user 
could enlarge on object up to 1 20 cubic feet in volume. 
Hold Portal - Level 1 ;  Range : 1 0  feet; Duration 2-1 2  
turns 

A spell to hold a door, gate or the like. It is similar 
to a locking spell (see below) but it is not permanent. 
Roll two 6-sided dice to determine the duration of the 
spell in turns. A dispel magic will negate it, a strong an­
ti-magical creature like a Balrog will shatter it and a 
knock spell will open it. 
Light - Level 1 ;  Range: 1 20 feet; Duration: 6 + level of 
spell caster in turns 



A spell to cost l ight in a c ircle 3" in diameter, not 
equa l to full dayl i ght. It lasts for a number of turns 
equal to 6 p l us the level of the user. Thus a f irst level 
magic-user cou ld cost the spell for 7 turns, a nd, of 
course, he could turn it off before 7 turns hod gone by, 
but he would not be able to cost it aga i n  during that 
ga me. 
Magic Missile - Level 1 ;  Range: 1 50 feet 

A con j ured m iss i le equal  to a magic arrow, and it 
does 1 die roll p l us 1 poi nt ( 2-7) to any creature it 
str i kes. Roll the m issi le fire l i ke a long bow arrow 
(Missile Fire Tobie). H i gher level magic-users f ire more 
than one m issi le. 

Protection from Evil - Level 1 ;  Range: 0 feet; 
Duration:  6 turns 

This spell hedges the con j u rer round with a magi c  
c i rc le  to keep o u t  attacks from enchanted monsters such 
as elementals, i nvisible stalkers, demons, etc. It serves 
as on "armor" from evi l  attacks, add i ng + 1 to all the 
users sav i ng throws, and subtracting -1 from the hit  
probabi l i ty of ev il opponents. These effects ore 
cumu lative with such magical protections as magic ar­
mor and ri ngs of protection. 

Read Languages - Level 1 ;  Ra nge: 0 feet; Duration:  2 
turns 

The means by which direct ions and the l ike ore 
read, part icularly treasure mops. Very much l ike read 
magic spel l below. The zero range merely means that 
the magic-user costs the spe l l  on hi mself or on 
something he touches. 

Read Magic - Level 1 ;  Range: 0 feet; Duration: 2 turns 
The means by which i n cantations on on i tem or 

scro l l  ore read. Without such a spell or s im ilar device 
magic is u n i ntell igible to even a magic-user. ( Note 
once a scroll is looked at under a Read Magic spel l ,  the 
magi c-user con read it aga i n  without such aid.)  

Shield - Level 1 ;  Range: 0 feet; Duration:  2 turns 
By means of this spell the user i mposes a self­

moving magical barrier between hi mself and his 
enemies. It provides the equ iva lent of plate armor and 
shield ( armor class 2) aga i nst m issi les, cha i n  ma i l  and 
shield ( armor class 4) aga i nst other attacks. 

Sleep - Level 1 ;  Range: 240 feet; Duration:  4-1 6  turns 
Puts all k i nds of creatures to s leep for 2-8 turns. 

Monsters of higher level ore less affected as follows. To 
determi ne the n u mber of creatures put to sleep by the 
spel l :  if the creatures hove up to 1 die of hit poi nts ( or 1 
die + 1 poi nt) , roll two 8-sided dice to f i nd the nu mber 
put to sleep, creatures with 2 dice of hit poi nts ( or 2 dice 
+ 1 hit poi nt) ro ll two 6-s ided dice, creatures with 3 dice 
of hit poi nts ( or 3 dice + 2 poi nts) ro l l  one 6-sided die, 
a nd of creatures of 4 dice (or 4 dice + 1 point) only one 
w i l l  be put to sleep. Creatures with more hit dice ore 
u naffected by the spell. U ndeod ore always u naffected. 
There ore no sav i ng throws allowed. 

Tenser's Floating Disc - Level 1 ;  Range: 1 0  feet; 
Duration : 6 turns 

The wizard, Tenser, a l ways greedy for more 
treasure, devised this spel l .  It summons a floating plat­
form which is disc-shaped. The d isc floats at op-
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proximately waist height and can bear up to 5,000 gold 
pieces in weight. The disc will follow the magic-user 
who created it wherever he goes, stayi ng s ix feet 
beh i nd him at all t imes. When the spell wears out 
anyth i ng still upon the float ing disc will fall to the 
ground. 

Ventriloquism - level 1 ;  Range: 60 feet; Duration: 2 
turns 

Allows the user to make the sou nd of his voice 
issue from someplace else, such as a statue, a n imal, 
beh i nd a door, etc. 

SECOND LEVEL SPELLS 

Audible Glamer - Level 2; Range: 240 feet; Duration: 
2 turns 

By means of this spell the magic-user is able to 
create a n  audi tory hallucination. The volume of sound 
and the number of voices, calls, etc. is a direct fu nction 
of the level of the sender. At second level the caster 
ca n, at best, make it seem as if 2-8 persons were con­
versing i n  normal tones. With each additional level 
which the magic-user atta i ns a l ike volume can be 
added, i .e. at third level the caster could create the 
sound of 4- 1 6  persons mov i ng and speak i ng normally, 
or half that number shouting and f ighti ng. For other 
than human sou nds simply judge by relative sound vol­
ume ( a  lion roari ng would requ ire a fourth level cast­
i ng, but the sou nd of a giant snake approachi ng would 
easily be accomplished by a second level magic-user). 

Continual Light - Level 2; Range: 1 20 feet; Duration:  
i nf i n i te 

Sheds a ci rcle of l ight wherever the caster desires. 
Creates a ci rcle of i l l u m i nation 6" in dia meter, not 
equal  to full  day l ight. Cont inues to shed l ight unt i l dis­
pelled. 

Darkness - Level 2; Range: 1 20 feet; Durat ion:  6 turns 
Causes tota l darkness in on area of 50 feet rad i us 

i n  wh ich even i nfravision is useless. It con be cou ntered 
by a dispel magic or a l i ght spel l .  ( D ispel magic is a 
third l evel spell.) 

Detect Evil - Level 2; Range: 60 feet; Durat ion:  2 turns 
A spell to detect evil  thought or evil  i ntent i n  any 

creature or evi l ly enchanted object. Poison, however, is 
neither good nor evil. 

Detect Invisible - Level 2; Range :  1 0  feet X level of 
spell caster; Duration : 6 turns 

A spell to f i nd treasure hidden by on i nvisibil ity 
spell. It wil l  also locate i nvisible creatures. 

ESP - Level 2; Range: 60 feet; Duration:  1 2  turns 
A spell which allows the user to detect the thoughts 

( if a ny) of whatever lurks beh i nd doors or in darkness, 
or whatever a creature i n  ra nge is thi n k i ng. The spell 
con penetrate 2 feet of rock but a thi n  coat i ng of lead 
will prevent penetration. The u ndeod do not think .  

lnvlstbtltty - Level 2; Range: 240 feet; Duration: i n ­
f i n ite 

A spel l  which lasts unt il  the user or some outside 



force breaks it. The magic-user con cost it upon himself 
or any person or object in range. An invisible person 
con not attack and remain invisible; he becomes visible 
again before he strikes a blow, and the spell is broken. 

Knock - Level 2; Range: 60 feet 
Spell which opens known secret doors, held por­

tals, doors locked by magic, barred and otherwise 
secured gates, locked chests, etc. 

levitate - Level 2; Range: 20 feet X level of spell 
caster; Duration: 6 + level of spell caster in tu rns 

This spell lifts the caster, all motion being in the 
vertical plane; however, the user could, for example, 
levitate to the ceiling, and move horizontally by the use 
of his hands. Du ration: 6 turns + level of user. Upwards 
motion 60 feet/turn. If cost on another person, range 20 
feet for each level of magic-user. 

locate Object - Level 2; Range: 60 feet + level of 
spell caster in l O's of feet; Duration: 2 tu rns 

In order for this spell to be effective it must be cost 
with certa in knowledge of what is to be located. Thus 
the exact nature, dimensions, color, etc. of some 
magical item would hove to be known for the spell to 
work. A well-known object such as a flight of stairs 
leading up con be detected by this spell, however. The 
spell gives the direction of the object but not the dis­
tance and con only detect at a limited range. 

Magic Mouth - Level 2; Range: 0 feet; Duration: in­
finite 

Resembles ventriloqu ism in that sound issues from 
a chosen object, but there ore differences. A mouth ap­
pears, or the mouth of the object moves in accordance 
with what is said. The magic mouth con be ordered to 
speak under certain conditions, such as when anyone 
comes within 1 0  feet, or when a specific person comes 
within 10 feet, etc. The spell lasts until the message is 
given. Message con not exceed 25 words. 

Mirror Image - Level 2; Range: 0 feet; Du ration: 6 
turns 

The spell caster creates l to 4 images of himself. 
Images ore indistinguishable from the magic-user and 
do exactly what he does. Any attack on on image 
dispels it but does not affect the others. Roll a 4-sided 
die to determine the number of images created by the 
spell. 

Phantasmal Forces - Level 2; Range: 240 feet; 
Duration: infinite 

Creation of vivid illusions of nearly anything the 
user envisions ( a  kind of projected mental image) .  The 
illusion persists as long as the caster concentrates on it 
unless it is touched by a living creature. Damage 
caused by the illusion will be real if the illusion is 
believed to be rea l .  Note the illusion is visual and not 
auditory. 

Pyrotechnics - Level 2;  Range: 240 feet; Duration: 6 
turns 

This spell requires some kind of real fire to work -
a torch, brazier, campfire, etc. It con create either a 
great display of flashing fiery colors and lights resem-
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bling fireworks or a great amount of thick smoke 
covering on area of at least 20 cubic feet if a torch is the 
source, for example. The effect depends on the size of 
the fire used to cause it, and when the spell is used the 
fire-sou rce is extinguished. 

Ray of Enfeeblement - Level 2; Range: 30 feet 
When the magic-user employs this spell a thin 

beam of coruscating grayish light springs from his 
hand. The creature struck by this ray will lose 4 points of 
strength for a number of melee rounds equal to the 
level of the spell caster. If the intended victim makes its 
saving throw against magic the ray does nothing to 
him. Creatures who lose strength will do 25% less dam­
age than is indicated, per 4 points of strength lost, on 
all attacks which involve physical force or contact, i .e .  
striking, clawing, biting, squeez ing, etc. 

Strength - Level 2; Range: O; Du ration: 48 tu rns 
This spell increases a fighter's strength by 2-8 

points, a thief's by 1 -6 points, or a cleric's by 1 -4. 

Web - Level 2; Range: 1 0  feet; Du ration: 48 turns 
Creates mosses of sticky strands which ore difficult 

to sever but subject to flame. Covers on area l 0 X l 0 X 
20 feet. Giants con break through in two melee rounds, 
weaker creatures to ke much longer, i .e .  a normal man 
would require 2-8 tu rns to get through them. A flaming 
sword will slosh through a web in one melee round. 

Wizard lock - Level 2; Range: 1 0  feet; Duration: in­
finite 

Similar to hold portal but lasts indefinitely. It con 
be opened by a knock spell without breaking the 
wizard spell. A wizard lock con be passed through 
without  a spell by any magic-user three levels higher 
than the one who placed the spell. 

THIRD LEVEL SPELLS 

Third Level Spells con only be used by magic-users 
of the fifth level and above. They ore listed above to 
give some idea of the range of magical possibilities. 



CLERICAL SPELLS 

Clerics of the first level can not cast any spells. 
When they reach the second level, however, they are 
capable of one spell per game/day. Since clerical 
spells are divinely given, they do not have to be studied 
to master them. A second level cleric can call on any 
first level spell he wants to use, thus the entire gamut of 
spells is available to him for selection prior to the ad­
venture. However, only the spell or spells selected can 
be used during the course of the adventure. Second 
level spells are not available to clerics of below fourth 
level, and are included for use with non-player charac­
ters and scrolls.

FIRST LEVEL CLERICAL SPELLS 

Cure Light Wounds - Level: clerical 1 ;  Range: 0 
During the course of one melee round this spell 

will heal damage done to a character, including elves, 
dwarves and hobbits. A die is rolled and 1 is added to it; 
the result is the number of hit  points restored ( 2-7). The 
zero range means the cleric must touch the wounded 
person to heal him. 

Detect Evil - Level : clerical 1 ;  Range: 1 20 feet; 
Durat ion: 6 tu rns 

Same as the magic-user's spell except for duration 
and range. 

Detect Magic - Level: clerical 1 ;  Range: 60 feet; 
Du ration: 2 turns 

Same as that for magic-users. 

Remove Fear - Level: clerical 1 ;  Range: 0 
When the cleric lays his hands upon a person and 

chants this spell i t  wil l  qu iet fear. Thus, a person run­
ning away due to a fear wand attack gains another 
saving throw, adding the number equal to the level of 
the cleric to the die, i . e. a 2nd level cleric gives +2 to 
the saving throw against fear, a 5th level cleric adds 5, 
etc. 

Resist Cold - Level: clerical 1 ;  Range: 30 feet; 
Durat ion: 6 turns 

This spell allows the person to resist the effects of 
cold. Freezing temperatures can be withstood with ease 
while the effects of the spell last, and it gives a +2 to 
saving throws against cold ( wand or even dragon 
breath). Any damage sustained from cold is also 
reduced by -1 from each die of damage taken. 

Light - Level: clerical 1 ;  Range: 1 20 feet; Duration: 1 2  
turns 

Same as that for magic-users. 
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Protection from Evil - Level: clerical 1 ;  Range: O; 
Duration: 1 2  turns 

Same as that for magic-users. 

Purify Food and Woter - Level: clerical 1 ;  Range: 1 0  
feet 

This spell will make spoiled or poisoned food and 
water usable. The quantity affected is that which would 
serve a dozen people. 

SECOND LEVEL CLERICAL SPELLS 

Bless - Level: clerical 2; Range: 60 feet; Duration: 6 
tu rns 

Blessing raises morale and adds + 1 to attack dice 
of the party blessed. Blessing can be given during any 
turn the characters are not engaged in combat. 

find Traps - Level: clerical 2; Range: 30 feet; 
Duration: 2 turns 

Enables the cleric to locate any magical and 
mechanical traps in a radius of 30 feet. 

Hold Person - Level: clerical 2; Range:  1 20 feet; 
Duration: 6 + level of spell caster in turns 

S imilar to a charm person spel I. Affects 1 -4 per­
sons. Holds the person or persons rooted to the spot 
unless released or the spell wears out. Duration is 6 
turns + level of caster. If cast at one person alone it 
reduces his saving throw by 2. 

Know Alignment - Level: clerical 2; Range: 1 0  feet; 
Duration: 2 turns 

By employing this spell the cleric is able to tell 
exactly the alignment of any creatu re.  That is: lawful 
good, lawful  evil, chaotic good, chaotic evil, neutrality. 
Fu rthermore, this spell allows the cleric to tell how 
lawful or chaotic, good or evil, a creature is. Thus the 
cleric will be able to know whether a neutral person 
tends towards any of the fou r  alignments. 

Resist fire - Level: clerical 2; Range 30 feet; Duration: 
6 turns 

Similar to the resist cold spell, this incantation 
allows the individual to resist normal fire for a 
maximum of 2 melee rounds. It gives a +2 on saving 
throws against fire of all sorts, and any damage 
sustained from fire is reduced by subtraction of 1 from 
each die of damage so sustained. 

Siience: 1 5' Radius - Level: clerical 2; Range: 1 80 
feet; Du ration: 1 2  turns 

Allows the user to cast silence in a large area so as 
to prevent sound or allow his party to move noiselessly. 
It can be used to silence some object as well .  Note: 
conversation is not possible under a silence spell. 

Snake Charm - level: clerical 2; Range: 60 feet; 
Duration: special 

Variable strength spell functioning better as the 
level of the user goes up. For each level the cleric has 
attained one level of snake(s) ( 1  hit die of snakes) can 
be charmed. Thus, a 3rd level cleric could charm 3 
snakes with 1 hit die each or 1 snake with 3 hit dice. 
Duration depends upon the state of the snake at the 



time of the spell casting. If it is not attacking duration is 
2-5 turns; if it is attacking duration is 7- 1 2  melee rounds. 

Speak with Animals - Level: clerical 2; Range: 30 
feet; Duration: 6 turns 

Allows the cleric to speak with any form of animal 
and understand what they say in reply. There is a 
possibility the animals will do some service for the 
cleric, and they will not attack his party. 

EVIL CLERIC SPELLS 

Evil clerics have basically the sa me spells as do 
good clerics. However, spells in italics are reversed for 
evil clerics. The reversed spells are: 

Cause Light Wounds 
Detect Good 
Darkness 
Conta m inate Food and Water 
Cause Fear 
Curse 

COMBAT MELEE 

Combat results are based on the attacker's ability 
( ind i cated by his "level") and the defender's abi l i t ies 
( indicated by his "armor class" ) .  In a me lee the at­
tacker strikes a blow or "takes a swing." The 
probability of a hit is converted into a random number 
of 1 to 20 ( the specially marked die is recommended ). 
The attacking player rolls, and if the number indicated 

on the tables, or greater, is scored, a hit has been 
made on the opponent. He then makes another die 
roll, with one 6-sided die, to see how many points of 
damage were done by the hit. ( The more complex 
system used for advanced play allows for varying 
a mounts of damage by different weapons and by 
various sorts of monsters. ) These are subtracted from 
the defender's "hit points." If hit points are reduced to 
zero or below, the combatant is dead. If he su rvives he 
gets to swing at his attacker. The die roll is read off the 
table for his attack capability against his opponent's ar­
mor class and he makes a 20-sided die roll. If he makes 
his score, or greater, da mage points are rolled and sub­
tracted. If he does not make h is d ie  roll the attack was a 
miss, glanced off his opponents shield or armc-r, etc. 
and the first opponent strikes aga in. 

The combat tables used by D & D gamers are often 
extremely complicated. Full tables are given in AD­
VANCED DUNGEONS & DRAGONS. The tables below 
are del iberately simplified, but will take some practice 
to use them with facility. Once the system is mastered, 
however, players can add whatever modifications they 
wish. 

Melee is the most exc i ting part of the ga me, but it 
m ust be imagined as if it were occur ing in slow motion 
so that the effect of each blow can be worked out.  
When the party of adventu rers is attacked by several 
monsters, all may be involved in melee, but the hand­
to-hand battles m ust be fought one at a time and then 
the result imagined as if all were going on 
simultaneously.

The "armor c lass" of  humanoid monsters is  
l i tera l ly the armor they ore weari ng ( or poss ib ly their  
sk i n/h ide ! ) .  For non-human creatures, however, i t  i s  
ass igned portly on  th is  bas is, wi th strong armor c lass for 
sca les and shel ls, and port ly on the basis of d iffi cu l ty to 
h i t .  Thus a sma l l  fast creature, l i ke a vampire bat, m ight 
be hard to hit with a sword and could be assigned "ar­
mor c lass: p late" (AC 3) to ind icate th i s  a lthough i ts 
own sk in  would make it seem more l i ke "armor c lass: 
none" on fi rst thought. Al l the monsters in the monster 
sect ion given later have an armor c lass assigned and 
the Du ngeon Master co n make up an appropriate armor 
c lass for any new ones he i nvents . 

If a creature is struck d i rectly with oi I (whether or 
not it is immediately set afla me) damage w i l l  be 1 8-
s ided d ie  on the first melee round it i s  afire, and on the 
second melee round 2 8-sided dice of damage w i l l  be 
sustai ned; thereafter no further damage w i l l  be taken, 
as i t  i s  assumed that the oi l has run off, been wiped off, 
burned away, etc. 

F lasks of oil can be used as missi les, with charac­
ters hur l i ng  them at adversaries.  Natura l ly, even if such 
m i ss i les str i ke they w i l l  not burst i nto f lame by them­
se lves, and some form of ign it ion is  necessary in  most 
cases. To hit a target with such a m issi le assume that a 
base score of 1 1  or better is required. Ad j ust th is  score 
accord i ng to dexter i ty ( - 1 , 0, or + 1 accord ing to the 
dexteri ty of the i nd iv idua l ) .  If  the target is smal ler than 
man-sized add to the number requi red to hit as fo l l ows: 
target about 4' ta l l  add 1 ,  about 2' ta l l  add 2, about rot­
s ized or smal ler add 3. In l i ke manner lower the score 
requ i red to h i t  if the target is larger than man-sized, i . e. 
target about 8' ta l l  subtract 1 ,  about 1 8' ta l l  subtract 2,

The number of damage points scored by a mon­
ster's h i t  i s  variable and is g iven in  the monster sect ion .  
In  genera l ,  hu manoid creatures and first level monsters 
do one si x-s ided d ie's worth of damage per "h it" -
whether the h i t  is a sword b low, a bite, a horn gore, a 
c lawi ng or whatever. 

POISONED WEAPONS 

I f  a h i t  i s  scored by a poisoned weapon,  a curare 
tipped b lowgun dart, the poisoned st ing of a giant scor­
p ion,  etc. ,  the v ic t im must make h i s  saving throw 
aga i nst poison or para lysis and a l so take the number of 
damage poi nts i nd icated by the d ie  ro l l .  It is recom­
mended that the Dungeon Master not a l low players to 
make use of poisoned weapons in  a l l  but extreme 
situations. 

FIRE 

F lasks of o i l  can be spread on the f loor of the 
dungeon and ign ited. The pool w i l l  be 5 feet across, if 
c i rcu lar, and the flames do 2 8-sided dice of damage to 
anyth ing caught withi n the conflagrat ion .  The f ire burns 
out in  1 turn or 1 0  melee rounds.

huge targets such as large dragons subtract 3. If the 
target is  stat ionary, or nearly so, add 4 to the chance to 
hit ( reduce the nu mber needed to hit by 4 ) .  Treat the o i l  
flask m issi le a s  a hondhurled axe. 

To ign ite oil once the flask has struck, some flam­
ing object must a lso be hurled at  the target. A torch,  
a lantern, or any si m i lar f laming m issi le w i l l  do. 
Probabi l i ty to h i t  is the same as the oi l  flask m issi le ,  
with an add i t ional bonus of  + 2 to ign ite the o i l  as  the 
latter substance is assu med to have spread over a fa i r ly  
large area . 

F la m i ng o i l  w i l l  not harm such non-corporea l mon­
sters as wrai ths and spectres. I t  wi l l  harm ske letons, 
zombies, ghou ls, wights and mum mies - al though it  
w i l l  do only half normal damage to the last two named. 
S im i larly, monsters which normal ly  use fire weapons ­
such as red dragons, fire giants, and hel l hounds - are 
not harmed by flaming o i l .  

HOLY WATER 

The effects of a v io l  of ho ly water on the undead 
ore the equ ivalent of a flask of burn ing o i l  on other 
creatures. Other monsters ore not affected by holy 
water. 



MISSILE FIRE 

H i ts with arrows and other missiles are based on 
the range of the weapon in question. The short, medi­
um and long ranges of missile weapons in feet are: 

Short Range 
Short Bow 0-50 feet 
Horse Bow 0-60 feet 
(Short Composite Bow) 
Long Bow 0-70 feet 
Composite Bow 0-80 feet 
Light Crossbow 0-60 feet 
Heavy Crossbow 0-80 feet 
Sling Stone 0-60 feet 
Javelin 0-20 feet 
Handhurled axe, 0- 1 0  feet 
spear or dagger 

If the archer is f i r ing at long range his dice roll for 
a hit is one higher than the score for hits with any other 
weapon, and is read off the table under the opponent's 
armor class. At med i um range the archer uses the score 
as shown, and at close range he adds 1 .  Thus a long­
bowman f ires an arrow at a giant rat (armor class: 7) at 
a range of 200 feet (long range). He needs a 13, rolls a 
9 and misses. The rat advances and the archer f ires 
another a rrow when he is 60 feet away (short range). 
He rolls a 1 1, adds 1 for close range, getting a 12, a hit, 
and does one die of damage. 

Note that ranges shown are for underground 
missile fi re. Outdoors read feet as yards. Also, unless in 
a very high roofed area, all slinging, as well as long 
range fire, is not possible. 

COVER 

When an enemy figure is only partially exposed 
behind a wall, rocks, etc., the a rcher must subtract 2 
(-2) from his d ie  roll. Note that an enemy archer would 
not have to expose himself beyond partial cover to f i re 
back. Figures behind high walls, f i r ing through arrow 
sli ts or concealed in woods are very hard to hit. Subtract 
4 from the die roll for missiles f ired against such targets. 
Once the party is engaged in melee, arrows can not be 
fired into the fight because of the probability of hitting 
fri endly characters. 

MAGIC WEAPONS 

Magic weapons are usua lly designated as + 1, 
+ 2, + 3, etc. This means that they give the wielder that 
many points to add to his roll for a hit. They may have 
other powers, do additional damage, etc., and some 
monsters can only be injured by magic weapons, being 
impervious to ord inary attack. Magic armor and shields 
subtract from the combat d ie  roll of anyone striking at 
them, and the armor and shield bonuses are s imply 
added together to determine the subtraction. Certa in 
cursed armor and shields actua l ly increase the proba­
bility of being hit by the indicated amount.

COMBAT ROUNDS, TIME AND MOVEMENT IN MELEE 

There are ten "rounds" of combat per turn. Each 
round is ten seconds, so a combat turn is shorter than a 
regular turn, but results in at least as much muscular 
fatigue. Movement (if any) is usually at a sprint; an 
unarmored man can move 20 feet per melee round, a 
fully armored man only 10 feet. Each round consists of 
an exchange of blows with ordinary weapons. Light 
weapons such as the dagger allow two blows per 
round. The heavy two-handed sword, battle axe, ha l­
berd, fla il, morning star, and most pole arm can be 
used only once every other round. The light crossbow 
takes time to cock and load, so it likewise can be f ired 
only once every other round. The heavy crossbow takes 
twice as long to load and fire. Unless otherwise 
spec ified,  monsters can strike, bite, claw, jab, etc. as 
fast as a man can strike wi th a hand weapon. Charac­
ters can be attacked by more than one opponent at a 
time; the Dungeon Master should be gu ided by the ac­
tual placement of the figures on a paper sketch or on 
the table in decid ing how many opponents can engage 
as melee starts, always keeping in mind the d i mensions 
of the dungeon itself. One would not expect to get 
more than two or three figures fighting s ide by s ide in a 
ten foot corridor, for example. 

After each round of melee the players may move 
other characters than those engaged in actual combat 
into position to render assistance, etc. Remember that 
spells and miss i les f i red into a melee should be 
considered to strike members of one's own party as 
well as the enemy. 

WHO GETS THE FIRST BLOW? 

When two figures are brought into position 10 
scale  feet (or less) apart they may engage in melee. 
The character with the highest dexterity strikes f irst. If 
the Dungeon Master does not know the dexterity of on 
attacking monster he rolls it on the spot. Subject to the 
limitation of heavy weapons the two figures exchange 
blows in turn unt i l  the melee is resolved. If dexterities 



are within l or 2 points of each other, a 6-sided die is 
rolled for each opponent, and the higher score gains 
initiative - f irst blow. 

Attackers who surprise on opponent or who 
approach him from behind always get the first blow. 
Characters who a re wou nded continue to strike valia nt­
ly u ntil they a re killed or the melee ends in thei r  fovor, 
u nless they choose to break off the combat and flee. If 
combat is  broken off, the fleeing party must accept a n  
attack without a n y  return on his port, the attacker 
adding + 2  to his die roll for hit probability, and the 
a rmor class of the flee i ng party ca n not i nclude a 
shield. 

THE PARRY 

A player may elect to hove a character parry a n  
attacker's blow. He must a n nou nce h e  i s  d o i n g  so 
before the opponent strikes. The parry subtracts 2 from 
the attacker's die roll. The person parrying does not get 
his next hit, using that part of the rou nd for the parry. If 
the attacker st ill makes his roll and gets exactly the 
n umber needed, the parrying weapon was broken but 
no damage inflicted. I t  tokes one melee rou nd to draw 
a new weapon, but one ha nging free, or in the other 
hand, con be employed immed iately. 

MELEE RESOLUTION 
SURRENDER OR DIE I 

CONQUER, WITHDRAW, 

A character in me lee may withdraw from combat if 
there is space beside or behind him to withdraw i nto. 
His opponent gets a free swing at him as he does so 
with on attacker bonus of + 2 on the die rol I ,  and 
shields do not count as protection when withdrawing. 

A los i n g  combatant may offer to surrender. His 
opponent does not hove to accept the offer, of course. 
Non-human monsters ore often too u n i ntellige nt to 
consider such a n  offer. 

If  on opposi ng fig ure is killed or withdraws, the at­
tacker may advance or pursue immediately - if the 
player desires - or he may toke some other act ion.  

EXAMPLES 

"Bruno the Bottler" smashes open a dungeon door 
and is  confronted by a big goblin in choinmoil armed 
with a scimitar. Bruno's dexterity is  1 3  and the goblin's 
only 9 so the fighting ma n draws his trusty sword and 
tokes the first swing. He needs a 14, rolls on 8 and 
misses. The goblin swings at Bru no, who is wea r i n g  
choinmoil a n d  carry i n g  a shield . The goblin rolls a 1 2, 
his blow g la nces off Bru no's shield. Bruno swings 
again, a 1 5, gets a hit, rolls a die of damage, a 2. The 
goblin con toke 4 points of hits so he swings bock, rolls 
a 16, gets a hit. The damage die comes up 3. Bruno con 
toke 6 poi nts of hits, so he is  still ol ive.  He makes a 
desperate swing, a 1 7, gets a 4 on the 6-sided d i e  for 
damage, the goblin is k illed! 

SECOND EXAMPLE 

A party of adventurers is standing at on intersec­
tion of corridors when the Dungeon Moster rolls a "won­
dering monster." Using the Wandering Monster Tobie, 
he determines that the party is being attacked by six 
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large spiders with 1 + l ( hit point) hit die each and 
they ore 100 feet away. "Melchor" the magic-user 
throws a sleep spell but it only affects fou r  of them; the 
other two keep coming. The party decides to f ire ar­
rows ( the Dungeon Moster rules that only those in the 
front row hove a clear field of f i re). The spiders ore 50 
feet away and coming fast. Two characters get off 
arrows from their long bows and they agree to both 
shoot at "the one on the left." They roll a 3 (on obvious 
miss) and a 1 5. The spiders ore armor class: 8 ( shield), 
and the range is medium for the longbow; the 1 5  is a 
hit and is found to do 4 damage points. The sp ider's hit 
die is rolled and comes up a 3 ( + 1 ), equalling 4 hit 
points - the creature is killed by a lucky arrow hit! The 
second spider keeps coming. The archers get off one 
more arrow apiece, a 6 and a 9, and the shafts miss! 
The two fighters drop their bows and draw swords as 
the monster is upon them, biting !  

The Du ngeon Moster rolls the spider's dexterity: 1 0. 
Bruno the Bottler hos a 1 3  so he swings first, rolls on 8, a 
miss. The spider is next, rolls a 6. He needs a 1 5  against 
the fighting ma n's chain moil and shield , and he 
misses. "Moga the M i ghty," dexterity 9, swings lost, 
rolls a 1 7, a hit! The sp ider tokes 2 poi nts of damage but 
con withsta nd 5 so i t  keeps fight i ng .  The first round of 
melee i s  over. Bru n9 swings again, 1 0, another miss. 
The spider stri kes, 16, Bruno tokes 2 points of damage, 
not enough to kill h im, but the spider's bite is  poison. 
Bruno rolls his sav i n g  throw against poison, fo ils to 
make it, and dies a horrible death. Mago, attempti n g  to 
avenge his comrade, strikes again, a 6, and the blow 
glances harmlessly off the spider's armored head. The 
second round of melee is over! 

Then the spider rolls a 6 and a 1 0, both misses and 
Mago rolls a 4 and a 1 0, and so foils to str i ke a vital 
area through the spider's armor. Melchor hos pulled 
bock from the combat and the other members of the 
party ore hurrying forward but hove not yet reached the 
melee. 

I n  the fifth rou nd the spider makes a hit wi th a roll 
of 16 against Mogo's cha i n  mo il and does l po int  of 
damage plus the po i sonous bite. Moga rolls a saving 
throw of 1 2  (adj usted according to the weak poison of 
the spider) aga i nst the poiso n, so it doesn't affect him. 
He co n toke 3 hit po i nts; he subtracts the 1 point of 
damage done and keeps f i ghting. His swi n g  misses, 
however, a 2. 

Five melee rou nds hove gone by when the Priest­
ess Clarissa steps over the body of the fallen Bruno to 
j oin the fray. Her dexterity is only 6, however, so the 
spider and the fighting man exchange a nother set of 
swings without con necting before she con hit. Rais i ng 
her heavy mace she deals the giant arachnid a blow of 
1 9, con nect ing  for a damage roll of 5. The sp ider falls 
dead with the side of its head smashed i n !  

Comment 

This lost example illustrates several things. When 
there is time, or when a magic-user soys he is getting a 
spell ready, mag i c  spells go off f i rst. This is followed by 
any missile f i re, if the dista nce to the monsters permits, 
and then melee is joined, ofter which no missile fire is 
permitted because of the danger of hitting friendly 
forces. If a magic-user is not involved in the melee he 
con get a nother spell off ofter 1 or more melee rou nds 



have gone by. If he is personally attacked he can't con­
centrate to use his magic but m ust draw his dagger and 
defend his skin! However, if the magic-user had som e  
magical device - such a s  a wand o r  staff - i t  cou ld be 
used in lieu of the dagger as an attack weapon. 

MONSTERS 

A large selection of monsters is given in alphabeti­
cal order and many more can be found in ADVANCED 
DUNGEONS & DRAGONS. No attempt has been made 
to include demons or gods and goddesses from the 
GODS, DEMI-GODS & HEROES Supplement. The Dun­
geon Master can easily invent new creatures or "bor­
row" them from works of fantasy and science fiction. 

For each monster listed the move is given in feet 
per turn and the hit dice ore listed, which indicate how 
tough the creature is and how many experience points 
it is going to be worth. Armor class is needed for the 
combat table to determine how hard the creature is to 
hit. Treasure is discussed in the next section and a table 
there gives the different treasure designations. If the 
monster's alignment is not given, it may be assumed to 
be an unintelligent beast that will attack anyone who 
comes near. "Attacks" means the number of blows, 
bites, etc. the creature can deliver in a single melee 
round. "Damage" gives the effect of these attacks. 
Then there follows a brief description whi ch includes 
any special powers and attributes of the creature. 

In setting up his dungeon, the Dungeon Master 
should be guided by the table given under Wandering 

Monsters, so that the adventurers have a reasonable 
chance of survi val. There is endless opportunity for in­
ventiveness in the game, however, and if a high hit 
d i ce monster is desired, ways can be invented to scale 
it down so that a low level party can have a chance of 
defeating it. If one wanted to use a chimera, for in­
stance, in a campaign with low level characters, the 
creature could be scaled down. Maybe it ran into a high 
level magic-user and was partially shrunk by a magic 
spell, reducing its hit points. Or there might be a special 
magic sword, effective only against this chimera, 
hidden in the dungeon, and the adventurers given a 
hint or a legend that might lead them to it. In the 
interest of maintaining the balance of the game, 
however, a small or weak monster m ust not have a 
treasure anything like the hoard of a normal monster. 

Determination of exactly how m uch treasure any 
monster has can be a difficult matter. To give too little 
will increase the probability of characters being slain 
before they are able to increase their level, and small 
treasures also tend to dampen enthusiasm for the 
game. On the other hand, too generous treasure 
stocking quickly tu rns the ga me into a give away show, 
where characters rocket through the levels without 
actually earning them,  and such players seldom be­
come truly able, often losing interest in the game 
because there is no challenge, no thrill of "risking your 
life. " 

The TREASURE TYPES TABLE (shown hereafter) is 
recommended for use only when there are exception­
a lly large numbers of low level monsters guarding 
them, or if the monsters are of exceptional strength 
(such as dragons). A good guide to the amount of treas-
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u re any given monster should be guarding is given in 
the MONSTER & TREASURE ASSORTMENTS (available 
from TSR or your retailer). As a guideline, it should take 
a group of players from 6 to 1 2  adventures before any 
of their characters a re able to gain sufficient experi­
ence to attain second level. This guidelining will hold 
true for successive levels. Note that it is assumed that 
the 6 to 12 adventures are ones in which a fair amount 
of treasure was brought back - som e  1 Oo/o to 20% of 
adventures will likely prove relatively profitless for one 
reason or another.

I t  moves 60 feet per turn, d issolves wood, corrodes 
metal, con not affect stone, and causes three dice of 
damage to exposed flesh. If an armored man runs 
through a black pudding it will eat away his armor in 
the next tu rn. Block puddings travel easily on ceilings 
and wa l ls and con poss through small openings. It con 
be killed only by f i re; other attacks break it up into 
smaller puddings, t h us a magical flaming sword does 
normal damage to this monster. 

Blink Dogs

"blink ing" and an instinct prevents a " blink" into a 
so l i d  object. The entire pack will blink out and not 
reappear if seriously threatened. They will a lways 
attack a disp lacer beast.

The mouth parts are surrounded by eight 
tentacles, two feet long, which produce para lysis on 
touch (i.e. when a hit is made).

It has the forebody of a lion, the hindquarters 
of a goat and the wings of a dragon. The goat's head 
gores with its horns, the lion's head bites with its fangs, 
and the dragon's head can bite or breathe fire (with a 5 
inch range and 3 dice of damage). Like a regular 
dragon, the dragon head will only breathe fire 50% of 
the time, the other 50% of the time it will bite. If the 
dragon head breathes fire (3 times/day maximum), the 
breath has a range of 50 feet and does 3-24 points of 
damage.

The displacer beasts always appear to be 3 feet 
from their actual pos i t ion .  This makes the beast harder 
to h i t . Subtract 2 from a l l  attack die ro l ls agai nst them 
and add + 2 to a l l  sav i ng throws made by the beast.

The d j i n n i  a re i n te l l i g e n t ,  f ree-w i l l ed a i r  
e lementa ls .  As such they are qu i te powerful  and h igh ly 
magica l  in  nature. Although not  able to do a l l  of  the 
thi ngs cred ited to them in  fa i ry ta les, they can :  con j ure 
food that is nutr i t iona l ly sound, create dr i nkable 
beverages, magic soft goods and even wooden objects 
which have permanence i nto being, con j ure meta l l i c  
objects which w i l l  last for a short t ime  ( the harder the 
meta l ,  the shorter the l ife, i .e .  d j i n n i  gold lasts one day, 
but d j i nn i  steel lasts but one turn) ,  create i l lus ions with 
both visual and audial  components which wi l l  rema in  
unti l touched o r  d i spel led magica l ly ( the d j i nn i  does 
not need to concentrate upon the i l l us ion to mai nta in  i t  
i n  ex istence), make themselves i nv i si b le,  make them­
selves gaseous in  form,  and each d j i n n i  i s  able to form 
itself i nto a whi r lwind.  A d j i n n i  whir lwind is  a cone with 
a 10 foot base diameter, a 20 foot diameter at the top, 
and a height of 30 feet. I t  takes the d j i n n i  l fu l l  turn to 
go in to th is  state - or come out of i t. A d j i n n i  whi r l ­
wind w i l l  sweep aside and k i l l  a l l  creatures with fewer 
than two h it d i ce which it  encounters, and it causes 2- 1 2  
h i t  po ints of damage to a l l  other creatures caught i n  its 
path .  

A d j i n n i  is able to carry up to 6,000 gold pieces in  
weight without t i r ing, wal k i ng or f ly ing .  I t  i s  ab le 
to carry a double load for a short t ime - 3 turns 
walk ing or l turn f ly ing - but must then rest for a turn. 

Very great mag ic-users and exceptiona l ly wise 
c lerics are rumored to be able to command or capture 
d j i n n i  so as to have them as servants.

A doppleganger is of mutable form ,  able to 
shape itself i nto the double of any humanoid creature 
( u p  to seven or so feet ta l l )  i t  observes. Once in the l i ke­
ness of the person it is i m itat i ng it  w i l l  attack. The 
favorite tr ick of the doppleganger is  to do away with 
the person whom it is  im itating in a manner which does 
not a lert the person's companions. Then, in  the ro le of 
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that ind iv idual ,  the doppleganger w i l l  attack the others 
by surprise, and at great advantage, as the group is 
engaged in some act iv i ty which d istracts from its watch­
fu lness, i .e .  such as f ight ing with some other monster. 

Sleep and charm spe l ls do not affect dopplegang­
ers. All other forms of magical attack are l i kewise 
d ifficu l t  against them, as dopplegangers' sav i ng throw 
scores are l 0 or better agai nst spe l I s  and 7 or better 
aga i nst magic wands.

Dragons come i n  many col ors, sizes and shapes. 
Most are i ntel l igent. Large, old dragons are far too for­
mid ib le  for low level characters to combat, and even 
young ones are exceed ing ly  dangerous opponents. Of 
the dozen d ifferent k i nds found i n  ADVANCED DUN­
GEONS & DRAGONS on ly  four w i l l  be covered here.

A l l  dragons are able to use their breath weapons 
but three t imes per day, so often they wi l l  opt to attack 
by clawi ng and b i t ing rather than breathing. To 
deter m i ne if  a dragon w i l l  opt to breathe or attack 
otherwise after the fi rst attack ( when it  a lways 
breathes) s i mply ro l l  a 6-sided d ie,  a score of 3 or less 
ind icates the dragon w i l l  attack by claw and fa ng, 
wh i le  a 4 or better i nd icates it  w i l l  breathe. 

Cone-shaped breath weapons origi nate from the 
dragon's mouth with a 2 foot diameter. 

L ine-shaped breath weapons or ig i nate at the 
height of the dragon's head at the time of re lease and 
travel in a straight l i ne .  

C loud-shaped breath weapons b i l low forth from 



the dragon's mouth to a height of 30 feet above the 
ground.  

Hit  dice for a dragon ore indicative of its overall 
size, while the n u mber of hit points per hit ore on 
i ndication of  the dragon's age. The nu mber and value 
of hit dice also equal the damage done by the dragon's 
breath weapon. First, roll on 8-sided die to determine 
the overall size of the drago n :  1 -2 = small (positively 
female), 3-6 = medium (equal cha nces for bei ng mole 
or female).  7-8 = large (posi tively mole) . For each 
type of dragon there is  a spread of th ree hit dice, the 
lowest f igure is for small size, the middle number is for 
med i u m  size, and the h ighest is for large s ized. 

The age, or maturity, of a dragon is determined as 
follows:

Example: A mediu m-sized young red dragon hos 1 0  hit 
dice, and as it is young, each hit die is worth 2 h i t  
points, so i t  con sustain a maximum of 20 h it points. I f  it 
breathes f i re it will do a maxim u m  of 20 hit points of 
damage to all creatures wit h i n  the cone of fire - those 
which make their saving th row against dragon breath 
will toke only one-half maxim u m  damage, 1 0  hit 
points. 

If characters encounter a sleeping dragon they con 
elect to attempt to subdue it rather than kill it (striking 
with the flat of weapons or hitting no n-vital areas). A 
dragon is subdued when it hos token subduing hit 
points equal to its total h i t  points. I n  the case above, 20 
subd uing hit points would subd ue the mediu m -sized 
young red dragon. However, until it is subdued it will 
fight normally. Once subdued, a dragon con be sold or 
forced to serve the character or characters who sub­
dued it. Note that a dragon will stay in a subd ued 
condition for a maxim u m  of one month, and thereafter 
it will seek to kill its coptor(s) and/or escape. 

As dragons ore intelligent, or semi-intelligent at 
worst, they will always act to their best advantage in 
any given situation - bargaining, combat, or in 
captivity. 

The amount  of treasure shown for a dragon is a 
brood generalization. Very you ng and young dragons 
ore u nlikely to hove accu m ulated any wealth. S mall 
dragons will hove less than medium-sized or large 
ones. Dragons with more hit dice - more powerful 
dragons - will tend to hove more treasure than 
weaker ones. Very old and a ncient dragons will usually 
hove more wealth and magic in their hordes. 

Saving throws against dragon breath weapons 
normally red uce damage by one-half. In the case of the 
brass dragon, the saving throw will indicate whether or 
not the weapon hos any effect. If the dragon breathes a 
cone of sleep gos, and a victim foils to make his saving 
throw, he will sleep as if struck by a sleep spell, 
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regardless of his level. If the dragon breathes a cloud of 
fear gos, treat its effects the so me as a wand of fear; if 
the victim foils to make his saving throw he will run 
away at top speed for 1 -3 turns, dropping everything he 
holds in his  haste to flee. I n  either case, if  the saving 
t hrow is mode the breath weapon will hove NO effect. 

Dwarf

These short sturdy folk hove been described under 
c haracters. For every 40 dwarves (or poss ibly fewer) 
t here will be one high order dwarf, the leader, who 
may hove magic arms or armor, and be of level 2-7.

When a group of 50 (or possibly fewer) is 
encou ntered, they will hove a leader (fighter/mogic­
user) of 2-4 level/2-8 level ability. They ore described 
i n  the characters section. 

Fire Beetle

Fire beetles have two gla nds above their eyes and one 
near the back of their abdomen which give off a red 
glow. For this reason they a re highly prized by miners 
and adventurers, as this luminosity will persist for 1 -6 
days after the glands are removed from the beetle. The 
light shed will i lluminate a 1 0' radius. 



Gargoyle

As depicted in medieval architecture, gargoyles 
are reptilian, horned, taloned, fanged, winged beasts 
of h ideous aspect. They will attack nearly anything that 
approaches them and are at least semi-intelligent and 
cunning. They can only be hit with magic weapons. 

Gelatinous Cube

These monsters are shaped l i ke cubes 10 feet or so 
on a side. They move through rooms and corridors of 
du ngeons at 60 feet/turn, sweeping them clean of all 
l iving and dead material.  In the process they may pick 
up indigestoble items like gold and gems and carry 
them withi n  their body. F l esh t hat comes i nto contact 
wi th the cube is anesthetized u n less a saving throw a­
gai nst paralysis is mode. The touch of the cube causes 
2-8 points of damage as the creature seeks to devour its 
victim .  

The gelatinous c ube i s  subject t o  fire and normal 
weapons but not to cold, l ightning or most spells.

The ghoul  m ust 
score a hit on the combat table to deliver i ts 
paral yzing blow, which also does reg ular damage. 
They otherwise melee in normal fashion and are sub­
ject to missi le f ire and reg ular weapons.

Giants can throw rocks like a catapul t, range 200 
feet with a 20 foot hit area.

There are several ways to calculate catapult 
(giant) fire. Th is  one is adapted from CHAINMAIL.  If 
f i gures are being used on a table, the giant estimates 
the range to h i s  target and throws. The actual distance 
is then measured. Two six-sided dice of different col ors 
are then roll ed.  One co l or is an overshoot and the other 
an u ndershoot. To decide which n u mber to use, take 
the greater. The miss is in inches, shown by the die 
spots. If they tie the rock lands at the specified range. 
Anything within 2 inches of the i mpact is hit. If figures 
are not used, treat the thrown rock as an arrow or other 
miss i l e  on the combat table.

Th is w i l l  be 
guarded by 5-50 g iant ants. 

Giant Centipede

These nasty creatures are fou nd nearly every­
where. They are aggressive and rush forth to bite their 
prey, in jecting poison into the wound, but i n  many 
cases this poison is weak and not fatal ( add + 4  to sav­
i ng throw die rol l ) .  They are a l ittle over a foot long and 
come in many colors (gray, black, red-brown, etc . ) .

Any creature bitten by 
a giant rat has a 5% per wound infl icted chance of con­
tracti ng a serious disease. If such infection is i ndicated 
the victi m is d iseased un less a sav ing throw versus 
poison is successfu l .  The d isease thus caught is a bac­
terial infestation which has a duration of 60 days, is 
fata l in 25% of the cases, and takes 1 0  weeks to recover 
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from if it  is not fata l ( Note to DM: Clerics of the 5th level 
or higher may have a Cure Disease spe l l ,  which they 
may administer in exchange for a su itable "donation" 
to their temple. ) .  

Giant rats w i l l  avoid attacking strong parties un less 
commanded to fight by such creatures as wererats or 
vampires. They are fearful  of fire and f lee from it; how­
ever, they swim qu ite wel l  and can even attack i n  
water.

Lyca nthropes w i l l  often assume their  human form 
to dece ive their vict i ms. 

All were-creatures are inte l l igent i n  their an imal  
form. Werebears are often good and may render ass ist­
ance. Wererots spend much of their t ime in a giant part­
rat, part-hu man form. They can move more s i lent ly, 
and can summon l 0 to l 00 rats as a vampire.

In six turns the 
swa l lowed creature w i l l  be dead, in twelve i t  w i l l  be 
digested and unrecoverable. Purple worms are 
un inte l l igent and always attack.

Huge Spider: These ore not web bui lders but rov ing 
hunters. They can leap up to 30 feet to attack prey. 
Some of th is  sort bui ld places of conceal ment and rush 
forth upon prey, i .e . ,  trapdoor spiders of huge size. 
These creatures surprise prey on a rol I of 1 -5 on a 6-
s ided die, and sav ing throws versus their poison ore at 
+ 1 .  

Giant Spider: These monsters bu i ld giant, sticky webs 
either vert ica l ly in tunnels or horizonta l ly  in shafts or 
wel ls .  Their  webs are as tough as a Web spe l l  ( strength 
of 1 8  takes one melee round to get free, 1 7  takes 2 
rounds, etc. ) ,  but are qu ite inflammable. The vict im of a 
bite of a giant spider must save vs. poison or be k i l led. 
A giant spider w i l l  flee from an encounter with a clear­
ly superior foe; they alone among the spiders have i n­
tel l igence, a lbeit low. Their a l ignment is chaotic evi l .

h i t  points) each round for 1 -6 rounds; the effect is 
cumu lative. Loss of strength lasts 1 0  melee rou nds after 
it hos taken f inal  effect.

Tro l ls regenerate at a rate of 3 
h i t  po ints per turn, beg inn i ng i n  the th ird melee round 
after they have been i n j ured. They wi l l  resume combat 
when they hove regenerated to 6 or more h i t  po ints. 

A lthough they have the strength of ogres, they at­
tack with talons and fangs and do on ly 1 d ie of damage 
per h it .

Un icorns are fierce and elusive. Only a pure 
maiden ( in the strictest sense of the term) can subdue 
and ride them. They typica l ly avoid humans. Un icorns 
attack as a mounted lance or spear and as a heavy 
horse. They can run 240 feet per turn or magica l ly trans­
port themselves and a rider 360 feet i nstantaneously 
through a dimension door spe l l  once per day. They 
res ist a l l  magic  on a ro l l  of 8 or better on a 20-sided die.  

Vampire 

Move: 1 20 feet, can fly Treasure Type: F

Vampires dra in  two l ife energy levels, as do 
spectres, when they h i t  an opponent in combat. Magic 
weapons score ful l  h its aga inst them, but if their hit  
poi nts are reduced to zero they merely assume a 
gaseous form and escape. They regenerate h i t  po i nts 
beg inn ing i mmediately on being h it and at a rate of 3 
h i t  poi nts per turn. 

Vampires can on ly be k i l led by be ing impaled 
through the heart with a wooden stick, exposed to 
d i rect sun l ight or immersed in runn ing water. S i l ver 
weapons have no effect. 

Vampires cast no reflection in a m i rror and they 
withdraw from gar l ic ,  a m irror, or a cross ( or s im i lar 
holy symbo l )  if i t  is strongly presented. Al  I vampires, 
regardless of rel igious background, are affected by the 
cross which is sovereign aga i nst them. They w i l l  not 
f lee these symbols, but i t  can keep them from their  
intended vict im if i nterposed between the vampire and 
i ts prey. 

Men-types k i l led by a vampire become vampires 
under the control of the one who made them. Vampires 
can a l so ca l l  up 1 0  to 1 00  rats or 3 to 1 8  wolves to their 
aid. They can polymorph themselves into gaseous form 
or into a huge bat at w i l l .  

Vampires charm men-types by looking i nto their 
eyes ( treat as a charm spe l l  with a m inus 2 on the 
vict im's saving throw against the spel l ) .  

Wight 

Move: 90 feet/turn 
Hit Dice: 3 
Armor Closs: 5 
Treasure Type: B 

Alignment: lawful ev i l  
Attacks: 1 
Damage: 0 

Barrow wights (as per Tol kien)  are nasty nearly 
immaterial creatures who dra i n  away l ife energy levels 
when they score a h it in  melee, one level per hit .  Thus, 
a third level fighter wou ld drop to second, losing a h it 
d ie. An opponent tota l ly dra i ned of l ife energy by a 
wight becomes a wight u nder the control of the dra in­
i ng creature. 

Normal weapons have no effects on wights. S i l ver 
t ipped arrows score normal damage and magic arrows 
double damage against them. 

Mag ic weapons of other types score fu l l  damage 
and those with a special  bonus add the bon us to the 
number of h i t  poi nts i nf l icted on the wight per h it. 

Wraith

These monsters are immaterial and dra i n  l ife 
energy, 1 level per h i t. They are l i ke wights, but have 
more h i t  dice and are harder to h it. 



S i l ver t ipped arrows score 1/2 die of damage. Mag ic 
arrows score only normal damage. They are imperv ious 
to norma l weapons. 

Yellow Mold

Th i s  deadly fungus can be k i l led on ly  by f ire .  I t  
does one die of  damage to  exposed f lesh and eats 
through wood or leather but does not harm metal or 
stone. I ts worst threat is its spores. Rough contact with 
yel low mold has a 50% chance of releasing a c loud of 
asphyxiating spores 1 0' X 1 0' X 1 0' .  A l l  those caught 
with i n  must make a sav ing throw aga inst poison or be 
k i l led. 

Zombie 

Move: 1 20 feet/turn 
Hit Dice: 2 
Armor Closs: 8 
Treasure Type: n i l  

Alignment: neutra l 
Attacks: 1 
Damage: 1 -8 

Corpses an i mated by the w i l l  of some ev i l  magic­
user or evi l c ler ic .  They may be placed to guard some 
i tem, but have no treasure of their own. They can be 
d ispel led by a lawfu l c leric and destroyed by normal 
weapons. They are im mune to spe l l s  of sleep, charm 
and ESP and make no noise unt i l  they attack. By nature 
they are slow, gett ing on ly one attack every other 
melee round. 

TREASURE 

As can be seen from the MONSTERS sect ion,  many 
monsters carry treasure or secrete it in their " la i r," 
cave, or dungeon room.  The treasure types are l isted in 
the table below and descriptions and add it ional tables 
are g iven later. There are many more mag ical and 
wondrous items described i n  ADVANCED DUNGEONS 

& DRAGONS, and the Dungeon Master can easi ly 
invent treasure items of h is  own. The tables are 
designed to mainta i n  some sort of ba lance between the 
va lue of the dungeon's treasures and the risks i nvolved 
in obta i n i ng it. It is h igh ly recommended, for th is  
reason, that neophyte Dungeon Masters use the tables.

00:

76-95 500 gold pieces 
96-00 1000 gold pieces 

For every gem found ro l l  a 6-sided d ie. Each l 
rol led i nd icates the gem is of the next h igher val ue, up 
to a max imum of 1 ,000 gold pieces. 

Jewelry: 
Jewel ry is worth from 300- 1 ,800 gold pieces per 

piece. Ro l l  three 6-sided dice to determine the va lue of 
each piece of jewel ry. 

Damaged jewelry is worth on ly one-half the va l ue 
obta i ned by the dice. Jewelry is damaged by such 
th i ngs as very hot f ire (such as a f i re ba l l  from a magic 
wand) ,  l ightn ing bolts, smash ing, and s im i lar rough 
treatment. 

Use of the Treasure Table 

U nder each category of treasure is a possible 
number and a percentage. This means that, for 
example, Treasure Type A w i l l  conta in  between l to 6 
thousand si lver pieces 30% of the t i me. To use th is  
i nformation, after decid i ng to place a monster i n  a 
dungeon and have it guard a Type A treasure (from the 
Monster L ist ) ,  the Dungeon Master rol ls two 20-sided 
d ice and reads them off as a percentage. For the s i l ver, 
a rol l  of 30 or less means that s i lver is present. A six­
sided die is then ro l led to see how many thousands of 
s i l ver pieces w i l l  be present. The Dungeon Master 
records this so that the players, when they reach the 
treasure, can be immediately told what they have 
found. I t  must be stressed that treasures shown are very 
large and genera l ly only for use when large numbers 
of monsters are encountered. 

Maps and Magic Categories 

"Any" means the treasure may conta in  a map or a 
magic i tem. Ro l l  of two 20-sided d ice g iv ing a 
"percentage" of 76 or h igher means a map, lower than 
76, a magic  i tem from the l ists described next. Maps 
must be made up by the Dungeon Master in advance, 
showing the location of treasures in the dungeon or its 
v ic in i ty.  Such treasures would be guarded by 
appropriate monsters and the maps need not be 
complete, ent ire ly  accurate, or m ight be written as a 
r iddle, etc. 

Magic items may be swords, other weapons, 
potions, scrol ls, ri ngs, wands or staves, or m iscel lan­
eous magical i tems. The die rol ls to determine the items 
are g iven below.

EXPLANATION OF MAGICAL ITEMS 

Magical Weapons 

Weapons with a plus after them are magical and 
the user adds the p lus to h is  d ie  rol l  for a h it. I n  addit ion 
some monsters can only be i n jured by magical 
weapons. Some magic weapons also do add it ional  
damage besides i ncreasing the probabi l ity of a h it. Any 
sword that is  + 2  or +3 aga i nst part icu lar opponents 
( tro l ls, undead, etc. ) does the ind icated add it ional  
damage. Any magic  arrow, i n  addit ion to bei ng + 1 on 
their  chance of scori ng a h i t, a lso does + 1 add i t ional 
damage, un less spec if ied otherwise due to the type of 
monster be i ng shot. Magic  bows merely confer + 1 on 
the probabi l ity of a h it, the arrows do no addit ional 
damage. A magic arrow shot from a magic bow has a 
+ 2 probabi l ity of a h it. Magical weapons other than 
swords always add their bonus to both h it probabi l ity 
and to the poi nts of damage scored. Thus, a War 
Hammer + 2 adds to the chance of h itt ing and a lso 
does 2 add i t ional  h i t  points when it does str ike. Magic  
armor and shie lds subtract their bonus from any 
attacker's abi l i ty to h i t  the wearer. Cursed armor i n­
creases the probab i l i ty that the wearer w i l l  be h i t  by 
anyone attack ing h i m .  

Magical Potions 

Pot ions wi l l  affect anyone who takes them. Some 
method of detect ing the effects of the potion must be 
fou nd. If the characters lack a detect magic spe l l ,  they 
may dare a t i ny sip to see what the result  may be. Th is  
wou ld  leave enough pot ion to accompl ish i ts  complete 
effect. Most pot ions come in sma l l  v ia ls  or flasks 
conta i n i ng a s ingle dose . The effects of most pot ions 
last somewhat longer than 6 turns. The Dungeon Master 
rol ls  a secret d i e  to determine the number of add it ional 
turns and only i nforms the player when the effect of the 
pot ion has worn off. 

Growth - A fu l l  dose w i l l  cause anyone to reach 30 
feet i n  height. Part ia l  doses can be taken.  

Diminution - A fu l l  dose reduces anyone tak ing i t  to 6 
i nches i n  height .  

Giant Strength - Confers the ful l  advantages of stone 
g iant prowess, i nc lud ing do ing 3-1 8 points of damage 
when scor ing a h i t, and hav i ng the same hit probab i l i ty 
as a stone g iant.  

Invis ibil ity - Acts l i ke an i nv is ibi l i ty spe l l  except that 
the duration is  determi ned as above. 

Gaseous Form - the users body assumes gaseous 
form, h i s  weapons and armor drop off and he can 
penetrate any barr ier which is  not a i rt ight. User reta i ns 
cohesion and control over h i s  new gaseous body. 

Hoste - User moves at twice normal speed and can 
de l i ver twice the usua l number of blows during combat 
for the durat ions of the pot ion effect. 

Fly - User can fly at w i l l  up to 1 20 feet per turn u nti l 
the potion wears off. 
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Poison - The Dungeon Moster w i l l ,  on carefu l  
quest ion i ng, g ive a h in t  that the potion is  dangerous. If 
token,  the character is  a l lowed h is sav ing throw against 
poison. 

Delusion - Causes the user to th ink he has undergone 
the effect of any of the other potions on th is  l ist, 
whichever he seems to desire. In actua l ity, noth ing 
happens to h im .  

Healing - L ike a hea l i ng spe l l ,  repairs a s ix-sided d ie  
+ 1 number of  poi nts of  damage. 

Scrolls 

Select the spe l l s  from the appropriate l ist by some 
random method. The spe l l s  written on the scro l l s  can 
be read only by magic-users, except for the protection 
spel ls. The scrol l can be used only once, the words fade 
from the scro l l  if it is read, leaving it blank. The magic­
user con carefu l ly  unro l l  the top of the scro l l  and read 
the t i t le without sett i ng off the spel l .  The exception is  
the curse, which tokes effect immediately when the 
scro l l  i s  f irst opened. The curse may change the reader 
of the scro l l  i nto a toad or on i nsect, or it may teleport to 
h i m  on enraged monster chosen from the appropriate 
l ist by the Dungeon Moster. The reader of the cursed 
scro l l  is a l lowed h i s  sav i ng throw to see if the curse 
tokes effect. Protect ion scro l l s  con be read by anybody. 
They r ing the reader and anyone near h i m  with a 1 0  
foot c irc le of protection aga i nst the spec if ied ev i l  which 
lasts for s ix  turns. The sphere of protection from magic 
does not a l low spe l l s  to be pro jected out of i t  anymore 
than it a l lows them to be projected i nto i t .  

R ings 

R ings must be worn to toke effect so a r ing con be 
carried and put on on ly when desired. Only one magic 
r i ng con be worn on each hand. R i ngs con be used by 
anyone. 

Invisibility - the i nv is ib i l ity lasts as long as the r ing is  
worn.  I f  the wearer attacks anyth i ng,  however, he 
becomes vis ib le and remai ns v is ib le dur ing any host i le  
action. 

Animal Control - al lows the wearer to command 3- 1 8  
sma l l  an imals, 2- 1 6  med iu m-sized an imals  or 1 -6 large 
ones. The effect lasts indef in itely, so long as the wearer 
concentrates upon the contro l .  

Plant Control - al lows the  wearer to  control plants, 
i nc l ud ing fungi,  1 -6 i n  nu mber if large, or a 1 0  X 1 0  
foot area of ground covered with plants or grosses, but 
concentration must be mainta ined. 

Weakness - affects the wearer immed iately when i t  is 
p laced on the finger, and i t  can not be removed without 
a c ler ic's remove curse spe l l .  Each turn the wearer of 
the r ing becomes 1 0% weaker unt i l  he is at only one­
holf h i s  normal strength. Weakness is reflected i n  
defense, attack, and carry ing abi l i ty. The only good 
th ing about th is r i ng is that there is a 5% chance that the 
curse w i l l  work in reverse when it i s  fi rst put on, thus 
mak i ng the wearer stronger ( up to the maximum 1 8, 



natura l ly ) .  A weakness ring which does not work i n  re­
verse w i l l  never do so, but one wh ich does work in re­
verse for one person sti l l  has a 95% chance for causi ng 
weakness in any other who wears it. 

Protection + 1 - adds + 1 to armor class; i .e . ,  a magic­
user with no armor {armor class 9 )  would be treated as 
if he had armor class 8. Also, + 1 i s  added to a l l  sav ing 
throws. 

Three Wish es - the wishes of the ring must be l i m ited 
i n  power i n  order to mainta i n  the balance of the game. 
This requi res the utmost d iscretion on the part of the 
Dungeon Master. Greedy characters wi l l  typica l ly ask 
for more wishes. The Dungeon Master should put that 
character in an endless closed time loop, moving h i m  
back t o  the t i m e  h e  first obta ined the r i ng. Wishes for 
powerfu l items or great treasure shou ld, if possib le, be 
granted in such a way that they are of no benefit to the 
wisher. Wishes that unfortunate adventures had not 
happened shou ld  be granted. Often absol utely l i tera l 
fu lfi l l ment of the wish word i ng is sufficient to l i m it its 
benefic ial  effects. 

R egeneration - regenerates i n jury to the wearer at a 
rate of 1 h i t  po i nt per turn, even is the wearer is k i l led 
and d ismembered, u n less the ring wearer is treated as 
a tro l l .  

Water Walking - a l l ows t h e  wearer t o  walk  on the 
surface of any body of water. 

Fire Resistance - normal f ires wi l l  have no effect on 
the wearer of this ring. Adds +2 to sav ing throws 
aga i nst f ire ba l ls or dragon fire and subtracts 1 h i t  poin t  
from each d ie  of damage done by them . 

Contrariness - the wearer w i l l  not wish to remove this 
r i ng and i t  cannot be removed without a remove c urse 
spe l l  ( th i rd level c lerical spe l l ) .  Causes the wearer to do 
the exact ( or nearly exact ) opposite of normal or of 
what is requested. If, for example, the wearer is told to 
not k i l l  h i mself, he w i l l  agree - and i nstead attempt to 
k i l l  the person suggesti ng he not k i l l  h imself. 

Wands and Staves 

Wands that have projecti les or rays are considered 
to do six 6-sided dice of damage and to have 100 
charges or projecti les. Wands and staves can be used 
only by magic-users, or, when specified, by cler ics. 

Wand of Magic Detection - when held, the wand 
causes any magic item within 20 feet to g low or 
otherwise s ignal i ts presence. 

Wand of Secret Doors and Trap Detection - the wand 
g ives warn ing or po in ts to any h idden door, panel ,  trap, 
etc. with i n  20 feet. 

Wand of Fear - This wand can effect a l l  creatures in a 
cone shaped area emanating from it ,  60 feet long and 
30 feet wide at the base. Al l within must make their 
sav ing throw or be pan icked and f lee, dropping 
everyth i ng they are holding and runn ing away at top 
speed for 1 -3 turns. 
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Wand of Cold - creates a cone shaped area of cold the 

same d i mensions as the fear wa nd. Creatures that 
make their saving throw toke half damage. 

Wand of Porolyzation - Projects a ray the some 
d i mensions as the fear wand. Those not making their  
throws ore paralyzed for 6 turns. 

Wand of Fire Bolls - On activation, the wand produces 
a f ire bo l l  wh ich w i l l  travel any distance, up to 240 feet, 
desi red by the user and then explode with a burst 
rad ius of 20 feet, doing 6 dice of damage to anyone 
wi th in  range who fo i ls their saving throw ( ha lf damage 
if sav ing throw is made ) .  F i re bo l l  b lasts in confined 
spaces general ly  conform to the shape of the space (so 
watch out! ) .  

Staff of Healing - a clerica l staff wh ich  hea ls 2-7 hi t  
poi nts of damage with a touch.  Con be used only once 
per day on any part icu lar person, but w i l l  heal any 
nu mber of d ifferent people i n  a day. 

Snake Staff - a clerical staff which hos a + l chance of 
h i tt i ng and does l die + l poi nts of damage per h it. On 
command it w i l l  a lso co i l  around the creature hit ren­
dering h i m  helpless or preventing a counterattack for 1 -
4 turns. I t  then crawls back to the cler ic who possesses 
it .  It can a lso be commanded by its owner to release its 
vict i m.  

Staff of Striking - Does not add to the probabi l ity of a 
h it, but if a h i t  is scored with it ,  it does 2- 1 2  h i t  poi nts of 
damage. It con be wielded only by a magic-user. 

Rod of Cance/ /at ion - a rod of about four feet in length 
which con be employed by any character. It w i l l  fu nc­
t ion but once, but if i t  str i kes any magic i tem its charge 
dra i ns a l l  magica l  properties from that i tem per­
manently. The character employing the rod adds 2 to 
his die ro l l  to score h its. 

Miscellaneous Magical Item 

Crystal Ball - a magic-user can see th i ngs at a d istance 
through the bo l l  but can only use i t  three times a day or 
he w i l l  be driven mad. Use for an extended period 
requ i res a day of rest afterwards. Objects and places 
ore best seen if they are fam i l iar to the user of the ba l l  
a n d  are c lose by. U nfa m i l iar and d istant scenes ore 
hard to perceive, the vis ion fades qu ickly and can not 
be regai ned. Spe l l s  can not be sent through the ba l l .  

Medallion of ESP - any character can use th is  device, 
which funct ions l i ke an ESP spe l l ,  but ma lfunctions on a 
ro l l  of 6. Each t ime it is used the Du ngeon Master should 
check i t  with a d ie  rol l .  



Bog of Holding - Sock s ized magic bog which w i l l  hold 
1 0,000 gold pieces or on object up to 1 0  feet X 5 feet X 
3 feet i n  s ize. The bog w i l l  then weigh 600 gold pieces 
in weight, or 300 for the gold and no more. 

Elven Cloak - makes the wearer next to inv is ib le ( i .e.  
seen only on rol l of 6 or a see i nvis ib le spel l ) .  

Elven Boots - a l l ows for completely si lent movement. 
The e lven cloak and boots con be used by any charac­
ter. 

Broom of Flying - the user must know the "Word of 
Command," but then the broom wi l l  carry the user 240 
feet per turn or come to h i m  a d istance of up to 240 
feet on command. Carryi ng on extra person reduces the 
f ly ing speed to 1 80 feet. The command word should be 
magica l ly engraved on the broom or otherwise 
d isti ngu ished but not impossib le to obta i n  by the 
broom's owner. 

Helm of Telepathy - Anyone putt ing on this hel met 
con read the thoughts of any creature wi th in  90 feet. If 
more i nte l l igent than the creature or character the 
wearer of the helm may be able to impress his w i l l  
upon the creature. For monsters subtract 2 from their 
sav i ng throw agai nst th is  spe l l ,  for characters subtract 1 .  
Suggest ions to k i l l  oneself or do other acts contrary to 
the v i ct ims nature wi l l  not be carried out, but on attack 
cou ld  be stopped once begun .  

Bog of Devouring - Looks j ust l i ke a Bog of Hold i ng bu1 
is actua l ly on extension of on extra-d i mensional mon­
ster. Anyth ing placed with i n  i t  i s  devoured in 7- 1 2  turns. 

Helm of Evil/Good - when a character places th is 
hel met upon h is or her head i t  i m mediately changes 
their  a l i gnment to the exact opposi te:  lawful good to 
chaotic ev i l ,  chaotic good to lawful  ev i l ,  and vice verso. 
A neutra l person wearing the helm w i l l  s imply be 
totally self-seek ing and do noth i ng to help anyone else 
i n  any way. The device con be removed only with a 
c ler ic's remove curse spe l l ,  and the person wear ing the 
helm w i l l  do everyth ing in his power to resist removal 
of the dev ice. 

Rope of Climbing - th is  th in ,  strong l i ne is fifty feet 
long, and it hos the abi l i ty to obey certa in  commands 
from i ts owner. The rope w i l l  snake downwards or 
c l imb  upwards and fasten i tself upon bei ng so i n­
structed by the user. It con then be used to c l imb up­
wards or downwards, and it w i l l  bear up to 1 0,000 gold 
pieces in weight without break ing.  I t  tokes up  only a 
sma l l  amount of space when folded or coi led, havi ng 
the appearance of perhaps a coil of normal rope about 
ten feet in length . 

Gauntlets of Ogre Power - the character wearing 
these gau nt lets odds from 2-8 poi nts to damage caused 
when str i k ing with any weapon - doing 2-8 h i t  poi nts 
merely with h i s  f ist - because of the additional power 
these gaunt lets bestow. This power a lso al lows h i m  to 
grasp and crush th i ngs with great ease, j ust as if he 
were on ogre ( 1 8  strength ) .  The wearer is  able to carry 
weight equal to on add i tional 1 ,000 gold pieces in h is  
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hands without suffer ing from being over loaded or en­
cumbered. The gauntlets do not odd to h i t  probabi l ity. 

Note Regarding Magic Items: 

If a character, fear ing to contact some harmful 
magic item, hos a h irel i ng or non-player character 
f lunk ie try out a newly found piece of equipment, the 
Dungeon Moster must toke str ingent measures agai nst 
the character. The mora le  of those in the character's 
employ w i l l  p lummet if they learn of such conduct. The 
person mode to act as guinea pig by testing the magic 
item w i l l ,  of course, demand to keep i t  if i t  proves to be 
beneficia l ,  or if i t  i s  a harmfu l i tem the person putt ing it  
on wi l l  seek revenge on the character who hod him try 
the item out. 

DUNGEON MASTERING AS A FINE ART 

Before players con toke their bold characters on 
adventures i nto the misty mysterious dungeons, the 
Dungeon Moster must s i t  down, penci l  in hand, and 
mop out the dungeons on graph paper. There should be 
severa l levels and each level shou ld hove access above 
and below and be mode up of i nterlocki ng corridors, 
passages, stairs, c losed rooms, secret doors, traps, and 
surprises for the unwary. The geomorphic dungeon 
levels (avai lable from TSR or your reta i ler) conta i n  
many suggestions a n d  w i l l  prove very usefu l .  

The Basic Set of  DUNGEONS & DRAGONS inc ludes 
the in troductory module " In  Search of the Unknown", 
which wi l l  be usable for i n it ia l  adventuri ng as wel l  as 
provide ideas for dungeon construct ion .

Each new room or area is g iven a code number 
and a record made on a separate page of what i t  con­
tai ns, treasure, monsters, h idden i tems, etc. Place a few 
spec ia l  i tems first, then randomly ass ign treasure and 
monsters to the other rooms us ing the se lection 
provided in the game or appropriate tables. Many 
rooms shou ld be empty. Rol l  a 6-sided die for each 
room. A rol l  of l or 2 i nd i cates that some monster is 
there. Ochre je l l ies, green s l ime, black puddi ngs, etc. 
are randomly distributed, usua l ly wi thout treasure, 
most often in corridors and passageways. Wanderi ng 
monsters are usua l ly determi ned randomly as the 
game progresses. Traps shou ld not be of the "Zap! 
You're dead !"  variety but those which a character 
m ight avoid or overcome with some quick th ink ing and 
a l i tt le luck. Fa l l i ng i nto a re lat ively sha l low pit wou ld 
do damage only on a ro l l  of 5 or 6 ( 1 -6 h it poi nts at 
most) but w i l l  delay the party wh i le they get the trap­
ped character out. H idden rooms, movable wa l ls, tele­
portation dev ices, i l l usion rooms, dead ends, etc . ,  make 
i nterest i ng var iat ions. 

S i nce the game (and the du ngeons) are l i m ited 
only by the imagination of the Dungeon Master and the 
players, there is no end to the var iation poss ib le. Try to 
keep the dangers appropriate to the levels of the 
characters and the sk i l l  of your p layers. The poss ib i l ity 
of "death" must be very rea l ,  but the players must be 
able to w in  through with l uck and courage, or they w i l l  
lose i nterest i n  the game and not come back. 

Once the game beg i ns, try to keep the action 
movi ng at a dramatic pace. If the going gets rough, the 
characters have the option of turn i ng around and going 
back to the surface. If t ime runs out the characters can 
a lways be left at some appropr iate spot with i n  the 
d isma l depths, t ime suspended, and the action taken up 
aga i n  another day. Dramatize the adventure as much 
as poss ible,  descr i be the scenery, if any. Non-player 
characters should have appropr iate speech, ores are 
gruff and ungrammatica l ,  kn ights ta l k  in flowery 
phrases and a lways say "thou" rather than "you." 
When characters swear they ca l l  on the wrath of their  
appropriate d ieties, be i t  Zeus, Crom, Cthu l hu or 
whatever. The dramatic ta lents of the Dungeon Master 
should be used to their ful lest extent. It adds to the fun.  

One player should map the dungeon from the 
Dungeon Master's descr ipt ions as the game progresses. 
Th is  is easiest done if he uses a piece of graph paper 
marked North, East, South, West with the entrance to 
the du ngeon leve l drawn i n  near the center. One of the 
players shou ld keep a "Chron ic le" of the monsters 
k i l led, treasure obta i ned, etc. Another shou ld act as 
"ca l l er" and announce to the Du ngeon Master what ac­
tion the group is  tak i ng.  Both mapper and ca l ler  must 
be in the front rank of the party. If the adventurers have 
a leader, the ca l ler would logica l ly be that player.

(After determ i n i ng which part of the room is  
being searched he ro l l s  a secret d ie )  "The 
elf f inds a secret door in the northernmost l 0 
foot wal l  section i n  the eastern half of the 
L ." 
"Does he hear anything?" 
(Carefu l ly  rol l i ng a secret die for end-of­
turn wandering monster) "No. But the ha lf­
l ing guard i ng the door reports heari ng s l ith­
ering noises outside." 
"Hey, everybody, I hear s l i thering no ises!" 
"Let the elf try to open his secret door. Ha lf-
1 i ng, spike that door of yours shut !" 
"The elf opens the secret door. I t's a dark 
passage, only three feet wide, runn i ng

stra ight  north ." 
"See anythi ng?" 
"Passage is empty as far as he can see." 
"With h i s  i nfravis ion?" 
"Right, with h is  infravis ion." 
"O. K . ,  everybody, i nto the secret passage." 
"In what order?" 
"E lf in front. Fighter beh i nd h i m .  Dwarf w i l l  
c lose the door and bring up  the rear." 
"You've proceeded north 100 feet when the 
elf comes to a stop." 
"What's the matter?" 
"He sees a gelat inous cube fi l l i ng the 
passage 60 feet ahead." 
"Crom's dev i ls !  Somebody get a torch 
a l ight .  Dwarf, go back to the door and l isten 
for noises in the room we j ust left !" 
"Dwarf says, 'There's a hol low space under 
the f loor here somewhere."'

This example could be played wi th maps and pen­
c i l  and paper. If m i n iature f igures are used, they can be 
arranged in batt le order on the table top and the 
movement through passages and rooms imagi ned, the 
pieces rearranged for combat or other changes of for­
mat ion.  F igures are ava i lable for a l l  the character types 
of Dungeons & Dragons as wel l  as for most of the mon­
sters. 

Obviously, the success of an exped it ion depends 
on the Dungeon Master and h is creation, the dungeon. 
Many gamesters start with a trip across country to get to 
the entrance to the dungeon - a trip apt to be punc­
tuated by attacks by brigands or wandering monsters or 
marked by strange and unusua l encounters. The party 
then enters the underworld, tries to capture the 
max imum treasure with the m i n imal  r isk and escape 
a l ive. The Dungeon Master should have a l l  th is  com­
pletely mapped out, hit po i nts and attack die rol ls 
ca lcu lated and recorded, so that the game w i l l  proceed 
most rapidly at the exc i t ing moments when the enemy 
is encountered. Do not hesitate to have lawfu l or he lp­
fu l  characters chance by at t imes, your adventurers may 
need a l i tt le help!  

The i magi nary un iverse of Dungeons & Dragons 
obv iously l ies not too far from the Middle Earth of J . R.R .  
Tolkien's great Lord of  the R ings tr i logy. The  D & D 
u n iverse a lso impinges on the fantasy worlds of Fr itz 
Lei ber, Robert E. Howard, Gardner F. Fox, class ica l 
mythology and any other source of i nspirat ion the 
Dungeon Master wants to use. 

A f inal  word to the Du ngeon Master from the 
authors. These ru les are i ntended as gu idel i nes. No two 
Dungeon Masters run their  dungeons qu i te the same 
way, as anyone who has learned the game with one 
group and then transferred to another can easi ly attest. 
You are sure to encounter s i tuations not covered by 
these ru les. Improvise. Agree on a probabi l i ty that an 
event w i l l  occur and convert i t  i nto a d ie rol l  - ro l l  the 
number and see what happens! The game is in tended

to  be fun  and  the ru les modified if  the players desire. 
Do not hesitate to i nvent, create and experiment with 
new ideas. Imaginat ion is  the key to a good game. En­
joy! 

Sample Dungeon 

Background - 1 00  years ago the sorcerer Zenopus 
bu i l t  a tower on the low h i l ls over look ing Portown. The 
tower was c lose to the sea c l iff west of the town and, 
appropr iately, next door to the graveyard. 

Rumor has it that the mag ic ian made extensive 
cel lars and tunnels underneath the tower. The town is 
located on the ru i ns of a much older c i ty of doubtfu l  
h i story and Zenopus was sa id  to  excavate in  h is  cel lars 
in search of ancient treasures. 

F ifty years ago, on a cold wintry n ight, the wizard's 
tower was suddenly engu lfed in green f lame. Severa l 
of h is human servants escaped the holocaust, say i ng 
their master had been destroyed by some powerful  
force he had un leashed i n  the depths of the tower. 
Need less to say the tower stood vacant for a wh i le  after 
th is, but then the neighbors and the n ight watchmen 
complai ned that ghostly b lue l ights appeared i n  the 
wi ndows at n ight, that ghastly screams could be heard 
emanat i ng from the tower at a l l  hours, and gobl i n  
f igures cou ld  be seen danc i ng on  the  tower roof in  the 
moon l ight .  F i na l ly the authorit ies had a catapu l t  rol led 
through the streets of the town and the tower was bat­
tered to rubble. Th is stopped the haunti ngs but the 
townsfol k  cont inue to shun the ru i ns. The entrance to 
the old dungeons can be easi ly located as a fl ight of 
broad stone steps lead ing down i nto darkness, but the 
few adventurous sou ls  who have descended i nto crypts 
below the ru in have either reported only empty stone 
corridors or have fa i led to return at a l l .  

Other magic-users have moved i nto the town but 
the site of the old tower rema i ns abandoned. 
Whispered tales are told of fabu lous treasure and un­
speakable monsters in the underground passages 
be low the h i l ltop, and the story tel lers are a lways 
carefu l to poi nt out that the reputed dungeons l ie  i n  
c lose prox im ity to the foundations of the older, pre­
hu man c i ty, to the graveyard, and to the sea . 

Portown is a smal l but busy city l i nk ing the caravan 
routes from the south to the merchant sh ips that dare 
the pirate-i nfested waters of the Northern Sea. H umans 
and non-h umans from a l l  over the g lobe meet here. At 
the Green Dragon Inn, the players of the game gather 
their characters for an assau l t  on the fabulous passages 
beneath the rui ned Wizard's tower. 

The Dungeon Master should read the backgrou nd 
material above to the assembled players and then let 
them decide how they wi l l  proceed. Because of the 
nature of some of the traps in the dungeon, i t  i s  h igh ly  
recommended that no one attempt i t  a lone. If only one 
player is tak ing his or her character i nto the du ngeon, 
the Dungeon Master should recommend employ ing 
one or more men-at-arms. These non-player characters 
can then be "ro l led up" and h i red out for a share of the 
treasure. The stai rway from the surface leads twenty­
five feet stra ight down and ends in the corridor marked 
START on the Du ngeon Master's map. 

A - This is a large room, 1 20 ft. X 100 ft. There are 
doors i n  the east, west and the south wa l l .  The room is 
furnished with rough tables and benches and as many 
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beds as there are occupants. The occupants are gob l ins. 
There are at least three gobl i ns. The Dungeon Master 
should i ncrease the number of gob l i ns if the party of 
adventurers is a large one - i .e.,  if more than three are 
in the party, have five gobl i ns, more than five, seven or 
eight gobl i ns, etc. 

The gobl i ns wear leather armor and carry swords 
and daggers. They can each take one 8-sided d ie  of 
h i ts, m inus one poi nt, i .e .  rol l  a regu lar h i t  d ie, subtract 
one - the result  is the gobl in's h its. If one is ro l led do 
not subtract. If half their number is k i l led, the other(s) 
w i l l  try to escape through one of the doors or surrender. 
If surrender is accepted the captured gob l i ns w i l l  offer 
to lead the party to a treasure but wi l l ,  i n  rea l i ty, try to 
gu ide them to one of the dangerous trap rooms and 
then run. 

There are sma l l  wooden chests under each bed 
and several l eather sacks hanging on pegs a long the 
wal l .  Most of the sacks conta i n  j unk, d i rty c lothes, old 
bones, etc . ,  but two conta i n  coi ns, 500 si lver pieces 
each .  There are severa l c loaks hanging on pegs and i n  
a pocket of o n e  c loak there is  a magical pot ion of 
growth in a g lass v ia l .  One of the chests contains an ad­
d it ional 2000 copper pieces but the chest is booby­
trapped and an open ing releases a c loud of s leep gas 
f i l l i ng an area 6 X 6 X 6 feet. Anyone with in th is area 
who fa i ls to make h i s  sav ing throw aga i nst poison fa l ls 
deeply asleep for a number of turns. The Dungeon 
Master determi nes the exact number of turns of u n­
consciousness by secret rol l  of a 6-sided die,  subtract ing 
a l if the character has a h igh const i tut ion. 

B - This  is a 50 ft. X 50 ft .  room with a north door 
and an open door at the south end. The four deep 
n iches in the wal ls can be seen from the north doorway 
but they are covered with cobwebs and noth ing can be 
seen within them. The room is tota l ly dark and the floor 
is covered with an i nch of u ndisturbed dust. 

There are four skeletons in the n iches. They do not 
attack un less someone advances over ten feet i nto the 
room, then they a l l  rush out and attack unt i l  destroyed 
or turned away. A f irst level c ler ic must rol l  a 7 or more 
with two 6-sided dice to turn them and then make a 
second ro l l  to see how many are turned away. If 
turned, they run out the door at the end of the room far­
thest from the cler ic .  

There is no treasure i n  th is room. 

C - C is an  empty corridor. Al l  corridors i n  th is 
dungeon are l 0 feet wide and l 0 feet h igh.  (The magic­
user's secret corr idor ( S  to F )  is 5 feet by 5 feet. ) 
Remember that at the end of 3 turns a wanderi ng mon­
ster m ight appear - corridors are l i kely places for this 
to happen. 

D - An a lmost empty room with a 6 ft. tal l  stone 
statue i n  the center. There is  a door i n  the m idd le of 
each wal l ,  north, south, east and west. The statue is  
fac ing the door by which the party j ust entered. Doors 
to this room always open from the outs ide, but at the 
same t ime the statue w i l l  rotate on i ts base to face the 
open ing door. Once i t  has been opened, the door starts 
to s lowly shut, activated by a powerfu l spr ing i n  the 
h i nges - it  w i l l  stay open to a l l ow the party to enter. 
The door opens outward i nto the corr idor. 
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From i nside the room a l l  doors are f irmly held shut 
except the one the statue i s  fac ing - that door can be 
easi ly opened. To open any door, then, the statue must 
be rotated on i ts base ( it turns easi ly) unt i l  it faces the 
door. Then the door opens easi ly. Doors can not be 
forced open, they are held by the equivalent of a "wiz­
ard lock." 

E - Room E is  a lways an  empty room. The size of 
the rooms and the nu mber of doors is variable, as 
shown on the Dungeon Master's map. 

F - This is  a magic-user's room. He is  an evi l 
thaumaturgist (fourth leve l )  who has been try ing to 
take over the dungeon leve l .  The room is 50 ft. by 60 
ft. There is a large door i n  the south wal l  and a sma l l er 
one i n  the north wal l .  The magic-user h i mself is stand­
i ng beh i nd a work table in the southwest corner. 
Near h i m  is a second level f ight ing man whom he holds 
u nder a charm spe l l .  Actua l ly th is man is  one of the 
smugglers from the sea cove whose curiosity a l lowed 
h i m  to wander too far i nto the u nderground. 

The fighter is  basica l ly  neutral but w i l l  attack 
fiercely on command from the magic-user. Armor c lass 
5 ( choinmai l ) ,  he carr ies a magic + l sword. He wears 
a jeweled belt ( sto len)  with rubies worth 1 000 gold 
pieces. 

S l 2 1 1 0  W9 C1 3 D l O  C1 2 Level 2, H its l l  

The thaumaturgist (4th leve l magic-user) knows s ix 
spe l l s :  read magic, charm person, magic m issi le, 
protect ion from good ( he is  lawfu l  evi l ) ,  wizard lock 
and web. He carries a scro l l  of levitat ion. When caught 
i n  th is  room he w i l l  (a) d i rect the fighter to attack, and 
( b) try to exi t  through the secret door beh i nd h im .  Whi le 
doing th is there is  a 50% chance that he wi l l  drop the 
magic scro l l .  If magic is  thrown at h i m  his sav i ng throw 
is  better than that of magic-users of the th i rd level, add 
+ 1 to h is  sav ing throw score. 

S9 1 1 6  W9 C l O  D l l C l 2  Level 4 ,  H its 9 

If he can get out the door he w i l l  put a wizard lock on i t  
and  run up the sta i rs to  h i s  tower. The rest of  room F is  
occupied by 3 stone statues of men. They are men 
turned to stone by the magic-user with a spec ia l wand 
which he has in his tower. He wi l l  use the wand on 
anybody entering his h ideaway. 

G - Gloomy. P i les of rocks and rubbish four feet 
h igh cover the floor. There is a door in the center of 
every wal l  except the north. 

There are 2-8 giant rats in the room, but they are 
h id ing in the shadows and not eas i ly  seen. An elf or a 
dwarf might spot them (on a ro l l  of say l or 2 on a s ix­
s ided d ie ) .  They w i l l  attack if the room is entered. 

The rats are armor c lass 7 ( leather ) ,  have 2 h it 
points each ,  and have a treasure. Concealed i n  a mass 
of old bones, chewed leather straps and bi ts of armor i n  
its nest is  a belt attached t o  which is  a s i l ver dagger ( 50  
gold piece va lue)  i n  a sheath and a bog conta i n ing 50 
electrum pieces. It takes a turn of carefu l search ing i n  
t h e  refuse t o  come up with these th ings. 



H - A room 80 ft. X 50 ft. ,  with doors in the north 
and south wa l ls. There is a r iver ru n n i ng through the 
room, 50 ft. wide. I t  enters and exits through holes i n  
the east and west wa l l  with less than a foot of a i r  space 
over the water. The channel is 1 0  feet deep and the 
current is swift. Anyone fal l ing i n  w i l l  be swept away 
u n less he has a strength of 1 5  or better. Men in metal 
armor w i l l  s ink to the bottom if they fa l l  i n .  They may be 
able to shed their armor (50% chance) in one turn and 
get to the surface. The current wil l  deposit anyone 
swept away in room K at the end of a turn. Being 
dragged u nder the rock wa l l  between rooms is 
dangerous. Anyone with a constitution of 12 or better 
w i l l  survive u n h urt, others run a 50% chance of tak i ng a 
die of damage from drown i ng. 

The wa l ls of room H are fitted gran ite blocks as is  
the cei l i ng 20 feet above. The Dungeon Master w i l l  
have to eva luate the characters' attempts t o  cross. The 
floor is also rock, 1 5  feet wide on each bank and the 
drop i nto the ri ver is sheer. 

I - Doors in the north, south and east wa l ls gi ve 
entrance to this room. In the center of the room is a 
bronze sundial on a low pedesta l .  Set i nto the stone of 
the west wa l l  is a bronze mask, about the size of a man­
hole cover. The eyes and mouth are shut. Below the 
mask., in common language, is an i nscription : " I ' l l  an­
swer questions, one, no more. I never speak til it  be 
four." 

The mag ic is acti vated by sh in ing the l ight of a 
single torch, la ntern, etc. on the sundial so the shadow 
of the gnomon fa l ls on the Roman numeral IV. The 
bronze mask then opens its eyes and says "Speak, I ' l l  
answer." I t  w i l l  g ive a reasonable answer to a n y  brief 
perti nent question and then say, " I've answered one, 
now go away. I w i l l  not speak aga i n  today." 

Si nce the shadow has to be held on IV, there is l i t­
t le chance of triggering the magic accidental ly, even by 
wa l k i ng around the sundial with a l ight. 

J - A  room 60 by 50 feet. The cei l ing is out of sight 
i n  the darkness but there are large spider webs in the 
corners. There are doors in the m iddle of all 4 wa l ls. 

A g iant spider l urks in the darkness of the roof, 
th irty-five feet above. He w i l l  drop on unwary adven­
turers. He is armor class 3 ( plate ma i l ) , has 4 + 4 h i t  
d ice (21  h it points), and his bite causes 2-8 poi nts of 
damage and is po isonous. 

If  the party enters and does not see the spider, the 
monster wi l l  select a victim ( by random nu mber assign­
ment of some sort) and try to drop on top of h im.  

If the spider makes his first h i t  he has dropped on 
the character and knocked h i m  down. If he m i sses he 
lands beside the v ict im on the floor and the battle 
proceeds from there. If the spider gets a knock-down i t  
is a surprise ( natura l ly) ,  and the spider gets the next 
blow. The character knocked down makes h is f irst h it 
with a -2 off h is  rol l ,  after that he h i ts normal ly. There is  
no treasure i n  this room, but  a + 1 dagger is i m bedded 
in the spider's body ( evidenta l ly a souvenir  from some 
previous batt le);  it can be found only if  the beast is cut 
open. 

K - A cavern, about 10 feet h i gh, irregularly 
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shaped, with the river run n i ng through it. There is a 
shal low beach where flotsam from the r iver is  
deposited. There is an exit  to the west. The cave is com­
pletely dark, characters without l ights or i nfravision wi l l  
have to feel their way out. 

L - Another cave with the river running through it. 
There is phosphorescent fungus growi ng on the rocks, 
so anyone can see without l ights. There are east and 
west entrances on both sides of the river to the sandy 
beach. The river is only 3-4 feet deep at the center of 
the channel and can be forded. 

There is a g iant crab concealed u nder the sand on 
the south beach. It w i l l  attack anyt h i ng that moves on 
either beach. It runs 60 feet in 1 turn, in armor class 3 
( p late ma i l ) ,  and takes 2 hit  d ice (8 h i t  po i nts). It strikes 
with its g iant claws one at a time as fast as a man, do­
ing 2- 1 2  poi nts of damage per h it. 

M - A large sea cave with entrances to the north 
and south. There is  a sandy beach, on which are drawn 
up two row-boats. The entrance to the sea is to the west 
about 500 feet. If it is day up above, the cave w i l l  be 
d i mly i l l u m i nated by sunl ight com i ng through the tun­
nel .  If it is n ight, torches in the hands of the occupants 
w i l l  shed a d i m  glow. 

The cave is used by smugg lers a nd pirates. There 
are four pirates present now, sitting in one of the boats, 
ta lk i ng. They are norma l men ( 1  6-sided h i t  die),  armor 
class 7, and are armed with cutlasses. (At the Du ngeon 
Master's discretion he may i ncrease the num ber of pi­
rates. ) Each pirate carries 2- 1 2  gold pieces in his purse 
( ro l l  2 6-sided dice).  The pirates use the cave to h ide 
treasure and there are chests in the first boat and a 
prisoner in the second boat. Every turn there is a 25% 
cha nce of another boatload of 2-5 pirates rowing in .  

The prisoner is  a gir l ,  Lem unda the Lovely, whose 
father is a powerful  lord in the city above. Lemu nda is a 
good fighter in her own right and carries a concealed 
dagger in her g irdle, but right now she is bound and 
gagged. She is  lying in the bottom of the second boat, 
not the one occupied by the pirates. Her fam i l y  would 
be very grateful to get her back. 

Lemunda the Lovely:  

SlO 1 1 4  W1 2 C1 5 D 1 2  C17 Level 2, Hit  Dice 2 

The treasure is in two chests i n  the first boat. One 
chest conta i ns 2000 s i lver pieces, the other 1 000 elec­
trum pieces and 1 2  gems each worth 1 00  gold pieces. 

Exit from the u nderground can be made by rowing 
out to the sea, a lthough there is a possibi l ity of meeting 
another boat com ing i n. There is  a large octopus at the 
bottom of the sea cave, 3 h it dice ( 1 6  hit points), armor 
class 7 ( leather ) ,  which wi l l  attack boats. The pirates 
a lways throw the monster a large fish or the body of 
one of their victims and so it does not attack their boats. 
If the octopus makes a "hit" with a tentacle it w i l l  not 
do any damage i m mediately but w i l l  pu l l  the vict i m 
overboard a nd try to drown h i m .  See H for more in­
formation about drowning; assume that a l l  characters 
know how to swi m .  The octopus gets 6 attacks per 
melee round! 

N - This large room - 1 20  feet by 70 feet - is 
part of the catacombs of the city. The north wa l l  has 
caved in and there are doors only at the east a nd west 



ends of the tomb. Ten stone sarcophagi are scattered 
about, four empty with the tops off. Six, however, are 
closed. If the adventurers open one, rol l  a d ie  to see 
which they have chosen. 

# 1  conta i ns only moldering bones but releases a 
c loud of noxious gas which renders unconscious 
anyone with i n  3 feet un less they make their sav i ng 
throw agai nst poison. Unconsciousness lasts 1 to 6 turns, 
depending on the Dungeon Master's die rol l .  

#2 conta i ns a partia l ly c lothed ske leton which 
holds a jeweled dagger i n  the bony hands folded 
across its chest. If the dagger is removed i t  w i l l  f lash 
away i nto the a i r, turn and attack the one who touched 
it .  It str i kes as a 1 h i t  d ie monster and w i l l  cont inue to 
attack unt i l  i t  draws blood, doing 1 die of damage, or its 
i ntended vict im runs from the room. It wi l l  then return 
to the coff in  with its owner. The dancing dagger is hard 
to h i t  - armor class 3 - and if h i t  i t  fa l l s  to the floor 
and remains motion less for 3 melee rounds and then 
takes up the attack aga i n !  Putting i t  back in the sar­
cophagus w i l l  stop the attacks of course. 

#3 skeletal form wears r ings and a coronet worth 
300 gold pieces. 

#4 ske leta l form wears jewelry worth 900 gold 
pieces. 

#5 an i mated ske leton (7 h i t  po i nts ) ,  armor c lass 7, 
is armed with a curved sc i m itar. I t  w i l l  attack as soon as 
the l id is removed. 

#6 ske letal form in cha inmai l  holds a magic sword 
+ 1 .  Any warrior-type drawing it from the scabbard w i l l  
feel t he  surge of  magical power i t  g ives. 

When the party enters the room there is a 50% 
chance a giant rat w i l l  burst through the loose d i rt at the 
north end of the room and attack. Armor class 7, 4 h i t  
po ints. At  the end of each turn or each 10 melee 
rounds there is another 50% chance that a rat wi l l  enter 
from the tunne ls. The rats w i l l  not, however, leave 
room N except to go back to the tunnels.  

The sarcophagus l ids are heavy. Four or more men 
can l ift them off, one man wou ld  have to sl ide the l id 
off, and th is would take 1 turn. Thus i t  wil l  take several 
turns to get them a l l  open and the rats are pretty sure to 
show up. 

P - This room is 50 by 80 feet and has doors in a l l  
four wal ls. I t  conta ins two ghouls and some smashed 
coffi ns. The ghouls are armor c lass 6, and if they score a 
h i t  they can paralyze thei r  opponent ( u n less he is an 
elf) .  They can take 2 h i t  dice ( 1 1 ,  9 h it points respec­
t ively) .  The coffins conta in ,  in addit ion to indescribable 
odds and ends, 50 plati num pieces and 5 gems each 
worth 1 0  gold pieces. 

The east door leads to a short d i rt tunnel  which 
ends b l i ndly u nder the cemetery. 

R T- Rat tunnels. They are only 3 feet i n  diame­
ter, round and dug through the soft earth of the ceme­
tery. A man could crawl through them, but i t  shou ld be 
hard for h im to fight (a  -2 from his attack die rol l ) .  A

halfl i ng or dwarf would be at no part icular disad­
vantage. Every 1 00  feet there is a 50% chance of meet­
ing  a rat, every 200 feet a 50% chance of com ing on 5 
gold pieces. The tunnels form an endless maze and 
there is no end to the rats. The tunnels i ntersect the 
dungeons at the northernmost corridor and at room N. 
Rots are described u nder room N.  

S - Spiral Staircase. The spiral stai rcase begins at  
f loor level at  the north wal l  and wi nds around up to  the 
roof 25 feet above, maki ng 1 full turn. The sta i r  ends in 
a closed trap door in the ce i l i ng,  lead i ng up to room Sl . 

The room conta i ns a giant snake, armor c lass 6 
( leather and sh ie ld) ,  2 h i t  d ice ( 1 3  h i t  points), and 
moves 1 00  feet per turn. 

There are two visible doors at ground leve l ,  north 
and south as wel l  as the trap doors in the cei l i ng.  There 
is a secret door u nder the stairs, opened by pressing a 
h idden catch .  

S 1 - Ground floor of the  magic ian's tower, en­
tered through the trap door in the floor. There is a door . 
to the north and a spiral sta ir  lead i ng up, j ust l i ke the 
one in the room below, endi ng in a trap door in  the 
ce i l i ng. The door to the street outside and the trap in the 
ce i l i ng are both open.  There are a fireplace, cooking 
utens i l s  and a few cha i rs. The room is u noccupied. The 
trap door above leads to room S2. 

S2 - Just above Sl and shaped the same, also with 
a spira l sta i r  lead i ng to the roof, trap door closed. No 
doors, but narrow (2 foot wide), ta l l  wi ndows in each 
wal l .  This i s  the wizard's study, and here he hos his two 
g iant volumes of magic spel ls, table, lamps, chem ica ls, 
skul ls, l oose pages of parchment, myst ic designs on the 
floor, etc. 

Agai nst the south wal l  there is on ape in on iron 
cage. The key is in the lock of the cage door. The ope is 
2 hit die and is armor class 7 ( leather ) ,  and w i l l  attack 
as soon as he gets out - he hates the cage and has 
been wait ing to get even. I f  the magic-user opens the 
cage there is a 25% chance the ape wi l l  attack h im.  If 
anyone else opens the cage, the ape w i l l  attack 
someone in the room and then try to escape through a 
wi ndow, down the side of the tower and off through 
the c ity streets. 

The magic-user keeps h is  wand of petrifact ion 
(turns flesh to stone if he makes a hi t  with i t )  h idden in 
a secret comportment of the table ( on ly 5% chance of 
locating this compartment) .  H idden among the un­
decipherable parchment notes on the table is a scro l l  
wh ich  reverses the  wand effect, but on ly  for 1 person 
and on ly once. 

The magic-user h i mself is described in room F. If 
he is not in room F he w i l l  be found here. 

By the t ime the adventurers have worked their way 
through th is, the Dungeon Master w i l l  probably hove 
lots of ideas of his or her own to try out. Design your 
own dungeon or dig new passages and levels in  th is  
one. What l ies i n  the ( undiscovered) deeper leve ls 
where Zenopus met h is  doom? Do the pirates have 
other treasure troves h idden in  the sea caves? What 
inhuman rites are practiced deep in the ghoul haunted 
passages beneath the graveyard? What are the towns­
people going to do when they discover that our friends 
are tampering with Things Better Left Alone? 



USING THE DICE 

Players need not be confused by the spec ial dice 
ca l led for i n  DUNGEONS & DRAGONS. By using the 
assortment of 4-, 6-, 8-, 1 2- and 20-sided d ice, a wide 
range of random possibi l it ies can be eas i ly  hand led. 

For a l i near curve ( equal probabi l ity of any 
number),  s imply ro l l  the appropriate d ie for 1 -4, 1 -6, 1 -
8, 1 - 1 0, or 1 - 1 2. I f  some progression is ca l led for, 
determ i ne and use the appropriate d ie ( for instance, 2-
7 would ca l l  for a 6-sided d ie with a one spot addit ion ) .  
For extensions of the  base numbers, rol l  a second d ie  
with the  appropriately numbered die. For example:  to 
generate 1 -20, rol l the 20-sided die and 6-sided d ie, 

and if the 6-sided d ie comes up 1 -3, the number shown 
on the 20-sider is 1 - 1 0  ( 1 -0) ,  and if the 6-sider comes up 
4-6, add 1 0  to the 20-sided die and its numbers become 
1 1 -20 ( 1 -0) .  This appl ication is used with the 1 2-sided 

die to get 1 -24. I f  1 -30 or 1 -36 are desi red, read the 6-
sider with the 20- or 1 2-sided d ie, with 1 -2 equa l l ing no 
addit ion, 3-4 add ing 1 0, and 5-6 adding 20. This 
pri nc ip le can be used to generate many other l i near 
curves. 

For bel l  curves ( i ncreasing probabi l i ty of n umbers 
in the center, decreasing at both ends), j ust rol l  the 
same die two or more t imes, rol l  severa l of the same 
type of d ice, or even roll two or more d ifferent d i ce. 

In some places the reader w i l l  note an  abbreviated 
notation for the type of die has been used. The first 
number is the number of d ice used, the letter "d" ap­
pears, and the last number is the type of dice used. 
Thus, "2d4" wou ld mean that two 4-sided d ice would 
be thrown (or one 4-sided would be thrown twice) ;  
"3dl 2" would indicate that three 1 2-sided d ice are 
used, and so on.
